kalsing Caives.

Like everything else pertsining to
a larm, ralsing of oalvés requires
gooi judgement and experience, It
is always best to leave the calf with
the cow several davse, until the
fever is cut of 1he bag and the milk
good for family use, and with prop:
er management the eslf can be
ensi!y taught to drink mulk at fonr
or five days old. It 18 important
that the calf should take its first sus-
tenance from the cow, to enable it
to discharge the feial nutriment in
its stomach and bowels, and to give
it stresgth for its foture dovelop.
ment. Ifacalfis of no value to
rear, or if the milk is worth more
than the cost of feeding four or five
woeks fur the brteher, it should be
killed a8 soon as the milk becomes
good, but if it is to be raleed, it
should have pure milk for about ten
days, when a little skimmed milk
msy be added to the unskimmed by
degrees, till it may be fed entirely
on skimmed milk. It has been
shown by abundant tests that calves
will thriveas well on the poorest
butter-producing milk as on the
beet; eonsequently, ifa farmer has
any cows which give poor milk,
that mellk should befed to ealves,
because it 18 not the eream that
nourishes «hem sojfmuch as other
properties of the milk. When fonr
or five weeks old they may be fed
on butiermiik. It is good msnage-
ment to feed calves, in connection
with their milk, when sbout ten
days old a iittle cooked men]l. At
first, takea teaspoonful of Indian,
oft, or barley meal, and cook it in
a little water; then mix it with the
milk, and increase the quantity of
meal a8 the calfs grow older. Flax
eeed bolled toa jeily and mixed
with milk when the calveg are ten
duygold 15 good for them, Iiie
poor poiloy to stint ealves which
are worth reiging, as their ruture de-
velopemert as good cows depends
to a great degree on the manner in
which they aretrented wheu ecalves,
Ler tiem be fed three time: a day,
af regalar bours, and as much as
wi!l estlafy them, aud in the end
thelr woers will not be loosers, —Ex-
change,
