ing. When the ditch is completed ,
holes shouM be dug in it from one
foot to eighteen inches deep , and from
twenty to thirty feet apart. The sides
of these holes should alee be vertical ,
or, if possible , overhanging. The
worms , unable to cl mb up the verti-

aides of the ditch , will crawl along
the bottom of i nnd fall into the holes ,
where they will soon-perish.

Where the soil is sandy, so that the
ditch cannot be made with a vertical
eide , it should be due; deeper than in
other cases , and the side made as
nearly perpendicular ai possible , so
hat when the worms attempt to crawl

up , the sand will crumble beneath
them and cause them to fall back
a ain.
