AGRICULTURAL.
Setting Asparagus

. Wostorn Agriculiurmlist.

| Every farmer shounld bave a small
iasparagus bed Ttism grand veget-
{able, and wust be had fresh to be
good,

It is ensily cultivated, and the good

honsewife will thus early bring the
subject to the farmer's attention.
Select a spot a1d have it early wman-
ured and prepired for setting the
roots, which are to be had of any
nucgeryman or seed grower in the
west. We give the following from
the Massachueetts Ploughman:
_ “‘Asparagus should be set as early
in May a8 the ground is in a condi-
tion to puiveriza well. Warm, sandy
loam is the best soil, which should be
prepared by deep plowing and a libe-
ral dressing of good stable manure;
the crown of the roots should be set
from foor to six inches below the aur-
face, but should not at first be covered
more than two inches, lsaving the
trench to be filled in after the aspara-
gus is up. Saltinjares the flavor and
<oes not increase the size. It should
be kept clean of weeds and should not
be cut antil the third year, and the
cotting should extend beyond the 20th
of June. The tops should be mowed
afier the first lLieavy frost and the
ground eovered with & heavy coat of
stable manare.”

Diphtheria.
Hall's Journal of Health.

Diththeris ts generated hy breath-
ing impure air, euch as come from
damp apariments, dirty cellars, gut-
ters, sinks, decaying matters, pools of
standing liquids, and other sources of
fifth. It is usually confined to per-
sons frem 2 to 15 years of age. The
atmosphere, the breathing of which
canses the dlzease, seems to be full of
living things, vegetable and animal,
the bacteria and micocoppins, some of
which lodge In the throat and form
white splotches, which are distinctive
of the malady, and whose presence
quickly poisonaithe blood; hence there
should not be a moment’s delay in
sending for a physician, as the march
of the disesse is always rupid, and its
virulence ingreases every hour,

As sith most other diseasss, diph-
theria is more likely to attack those
whose systems have been debilitated
by illness, posr dist, or any cauae
whatever. Any irritetion of the
throat prepares the way for the dis-
case  Any person affect:d should be
taken to an upper rcom, into which no
one should come but those In periect
heslth, and who have not the slighteat
scratch or sore on any part of the
body, psrticolarly the hands. The
room should ba ventilated all the
time, all discharge should be quickly
removed, the clothing frequently
changed, and at once covered with
water containing carbolic acid.

Diphtheria taken from another per-
son is more maligrant than that gen-
erated by bad sir,

TREATMENT OF DIPHTHERIA

One of the best plans of traatment
is the following:

Gargle — Chlorate of Potassa, 2
drams, hot water 6 ouncas; aleohol, 4
drams; creosote, 8 drops; muriaticscid,
30 dreps.  This is to bs used as a gar-
gle every thirty minutes.

Internally, use the following reme.
dy: OChlorate of potassa, 3 drams;
water, {§ ounces; sugar, 1 cunce; tine-
ture of muriale of iron, 2 draws.

Dosc—A teaspoonfal every four
hours.

It is claimed that the above treat-
ment will cure ninetoen cases out of
twenty.

The priucipal point is to find sut
what will deatroy the bacteria,

Tannin will kill them In two houre.
A golution of copperas, that is,
sulphate of iron, will kill them; also
chlorine water and dilnted muriatie,
sulphuric and witric acids  If
copperas is used as a gargle, it should
not be stronger than a picce half as
large as a nutmeg, di-solved in a pint
of water; or a level tesspoonful of
tannin, dissolved in a teaspoonful of
wsarm water, but it 1s better to rely
on chlorine washes above named; and
it would be a safe plan, should any
member of a family have diptheria,
foreach of the others to gargle the
mouth every hour with chlorine solu-
tion.

Instesd of using solutions, a few
grains of either chlorate of potash,
tannic acid or copperae, known &s sul-
phate of iron, may be placed dry, far
back on the tongus, to disaslve gradu-
ally and sproad over the surfaces, It
ia & more simple method of applyicg
these romedies, and would be more
likely to reach farther down the
throat, and to remain longer in con-
tact with the disaased surfuces than
whon applied in gargles or swallowed.

Theee remediea are powerful to
cura in proportion to the promptoess
with which they are used,
