Ax important decislon has just
been mads by the IlMlinols supreme
court In favor of the right to teach
German in the common schoola. The
complaint was filed by a number of
tax payere of St. Clair conrty against
the board of edncation to enjoin what
they coneidered a misappropriation of
the school funds. They claimed that
the board of education hed no right to
presoribe any studles in [he common
sohool excepting those eatablished as
the qualification of teachers, viz: or-
thography, reading lu English, pen-
manship, arithmetic, English pram-
mar, modern geography, the clements
of the natural sciencee, history of the
United States, physiology, aad the
lawa of health,snd such other branches
of au Eoglish education, including
vocal music and drawing, as the board
of education, or the voters of the dis-
trict, at the anuual election of direct-
ors, may prescribe. = They Ffurther
claltmed that the teaching of
the German language sund literature
falling to come under any of the above
classes was a misappropriation and
diversion

of the achool
funds of the ocounty. The
court held thst there could be

novalid objectlon to the teaching of
the German language so lons as Eog-
lish was used as the mediam for such
instruciion under the assent of the
voters or directors of the school dis-
trict. The courte, according to the
Illinols supreme beach, have no right
to Interfere with the large discre-
tlonary power granted to school direc-
tors under the constitution unless
such jdiscretion works great wrong or
lojury.

Illinols is not the only state where
thequestion of the expediency of teach-
ingthe Germanlanguage Inlour common
schools has bsen ngitated. To-day
German 1s the langaags in which the
most profound philasophy, tha most
brilliant scientific invostigation aad
the richest treasures oj historical re-
saarch are embalmed. No one who is
denied access to the German literatare
throuzh igaorance of its language,
can lsy claim to a thorongh edacs-
Hon, A large proportion of
our forelgn population speak the lan-
guageof the Fatherland. To a busl-
ness man 8 knowledge of the German
lsnguage s dollare aad cents in his
pocket, and will repsy aa hundred
timesthe time and movey expended
I its scquisition. Under sach cir-
cumstances the decision of the Illinois
court, which leaves it optional with
our paople whethsr our children shall
or shall not recsive the advactages of
 knowledge of the Germsn languaze
and literatare, is most gratifying.

The
total of contributions in 1880 was
88,340, The pumber of »ervices
beld every week is 3,770.

Tae Baptist convention of Georgla
reports for 1880, 7,951 bepiiems,
2,830 restorations, 1,653 dismissions
by letter, end 3,043 exclusions. This
is a total of 108,604 members, who
are gathered in 872 churches, There
are, however, only 372 Bunday
schools, with 19,615 scholars.

From the reports of the churches
made to the laat general synod of the
Reformed church, it appears that 143
churches have less membera than in
the praceding years; 10 churches have
lost an aggrogate of 207 members; 26
churches have kept thelr own, losses
and gains counterbalancing each other,
while 31 churches have gained but
one member each.
