They had come to
take a cla!m in the Elkhorn vslley,
and in the morning intended to go
out with Joho Evaus to pick vut a
claim and have it surveyed. This
was in Jualy, I think., After eati
supper the horses were fad snd ti
to the whesl: of the wagon: the emi-
graots ma le their bad on ithe inslde
of the wagon wnd rotired for the
night.

The aext morning, before daybreak
loud raps on the front door of our
houss awakened my father who
waunted to know wh:t was the mattar,
“Get your boarders up, Mr, Davis,
and hucry up breakfast; the emigranta
foar horses have been sivlen from the
front of your house, and we are going
to get up & company to go in pursuit
of the thieves,” said Thurlow Carpen
ter, one of the sattlers,

All hands were speadily up and
dressed, breakfast taken and a compa
ny of eight, srmed with revolvers,
rifiss and double barrelled shot guns
was formed to ge aiter the thieves,

It was a bola prece of work. The
horses had bsen 8o carefully untied,
and lod away as uot to disturb the

dish of pudding st her rauch.

So it was that the exercise of our
long ride had given us eplendid ap-
petites for food which in other cir-
cumatancss we might have disdain-
fully rejecied Supper over we light-
ed our pipes, talked until droway,
when we lay down by the fire on the
grass aud slept the sleep of the truly
good.

We were up betimes In the morn-
ing and concluied it would be time
wasted to follow the trail further,
assaming we were on the trall of the
stolen horses, If they had been taken
by Indiaos, s we then supposed, they
had many miles the etart of us, and
would ride day and night uniil beyond
pursuit. We had a slim break-
fast, baving esten most of our
provisions the night before. Two
crackers. a coople inches of bacon,
sud a f:w pwallows of coffse to each
man cleaned out our larder complete-

Tuen we saddled our ponies snd
sterted for the settlement, where we
arrived at night, worn out with
hunger and our long ride, for there
was not a house ne the way where we
could get anything *to eat. People
living in Nebraska now can form some
idea of this then ‘‘howling wilder-
ness,” when I say that there was no
eign of a habitation, anywhere, that
we could ses near or distant, in the
long rides we took in those July days
after imaginary Indian thieves.

Then came supper, In our haste
we had forgotten to take blankets
along, and we had no cooking utensils
except & coffee pot. With a long-
hsndled frying pan we would have
had all the necessary culinary atensils
for camp life, and been well fixed. A
frying pan and the inevitable coffee
pot are the “household” treasuresof a
pioneer. With these, his trusty rifle,
a buffalo robe snd blankets, he can
subsist an indefinite length of time
away from sud beyond the artificial
blandishmenta of sivilization, where
men snd womaen are slaves to fashion
and the uuvataral foilies, flipperies
and gew-gaw aplendor of fast, fash-
onable and ehort lives.

Having secarely laristed our
ponies, and left them to nip the
luxurious grasr, we gathered wood
and set about getting supper.
