The house met at one o’clock.

Taocker moved the main question of
the seuate amendment on the funding
bill which was pending when the
hoass took a recess last night.

The house did not adjourn till just
before eleven, but determined to con-
tinue right on as in Tuesday’s session.

Opponents of the funding bill ha-e
ooncluded to abandon further fili-
busteriv;, The reason of this change
of pohey is that sssurances have been
received that the president has decided
either to veto the bill, if it should
resch him, or allow it to fail by with-
holding bis signatore.

Filibustering on the refunding bill
was resumed,membera meactime con-
sidering the propusition of a compro-
mise mxde by Mr. Oarlisle. Hepropos
ed thatthe fundlug bill be passed jue:
as it came fromn the senat:, and that
the democrats will then help the re-
publicaus rush through the supjle.
mentary bill embracing the ameud-
ments agreed on by the waya snd
means committee Sa'urday. These
relate to the manuer of placing the
new loan, and provide that nothing
shall be construcd to Impair tha sec-
tions of the statute which allow banks
desiring to go into liquidation to sur-
render their circulation by depositing
lawfal money in the treasury.

Mer. Tucker then offered certain
snendments of not very practical im-
purtance to the fourth section. Ta.y
were rejected by a vote of 88 to 126.

Mr. Tacker then moved a concur
rence in the senate amencment to the
tifth section, fixing July as the time
after which 3 per cent bonds shall be
receivable as security for circul.tion,
etc., pending whioh Mr. QConger
moved to mske it September; also to
strike out of the section the provision
repealing the section of the act of
Juuve 20, 1874, providing for the re
dllt.ribn;len of national banok circula-
tion. It was agreed that this shogld
be debated, ¥

After a running debate on the gen-
eral purposes of the funding bill,
which was kept up f-r some time, and
the amendments having all been of-
fered and voted upop, the refunding
bill was declared psssed, ss it came
from the senate.

Mr. Carlisle then offerad a surple-
mental bill. Tt proposed to enact, as
8 law, the very clanses which the re
mhm had fought for, and which

been rejected as amended. The
majority would not consent to amend
the orlginal bill, becansa it wonld have
to go back to the senate, but under
the supplemental, the first section was
amended eo as to provide that the
awards of subscripticns shall be made,
In the order of time of subacriptions,
thus nullifying the provision for award
te a subscription of §2,000 or less. It
also amended the fourth section, to
conform to the recommendation of
the ways ‘snd means committee, and
added a proviso with regard to wuac
tion 5220 and others of the revised
statutes, which were rejected as
amendments to the eriginal bill. A
long discussion ensued on this bill.
The point was made that the house
could not amend sn act which had not
yet recelved the sivnatare of either
the speaker or the president, This
was overruled by the epeaker on the
ground that the house bad the right at
any time to correct its ewn action
The democrats were tauuted with
passing a bill that required correction
immediately, to which Mr. Carlisle re-
plied that if u threst had not been
made that the bill wonld bs defeated
by sending it back to the senate, all
smendmente would have been sdopted.
Mr. Carlisle’'s supplemental bill was
then adcpted with hardly a dissenting
volce, after which the house ad-
journed.

but to be cancelled and destroyed.
This amendment was adopted, and
the sandry civil bill paesed, the vide-
president affixiug his signature to the
fouding bill and to the river and har-
bor hilL.

ran for killing Judge Hayden,of Wood
county, ia set for trial Monday wuext,
and will be called ap at Neilville, in
Clark county, defendsnt having taken
two changes of venue to escave public
prejudice.  In Uctooer, 1879, Judge
Hayden was shot dead by Cochran, at
Ceutralis. The latter had discovered
unmistakable procf of criminal intl-
macy batween hia wife and Hayden.
In June of that year he intercepted a
letter writien by Mrs. Cochran,
which rovealed the secret, and ou her
return home from Minnesota, where
she was then visitivg, she confessed.
Her husband left her and toook thelr
eizht year-cld child, but shortly after
gave 1L info the possaesion of its moth-
er, on hearing that the latter was
heart broken at the separatisn, Coch-
ran studiously svoided Hayden, al-
though previous to this trouble he
had been his dearest frlend, The
Masoaiechapter investigated the mat-
ter; and Judge Hsyden wes tried for
the seduction of » brother Meson’s
wife, was convicted avd expelled. He
afterwarde bought a weskly paper st
Ceniralia, and publighed seindalous
articles which reflectce1 severely on
Cochran's privata chsracter. The
lstter then aelik >rafely eh t him dead.
Excitement in the community was in-
tense, ¢ id the frivods of the asaailant
were oblized to gased the jail to pre—
vent lynching. Judge ]:iayden had
served ths government as a soldier in
tho Thirty-if:h Wisconsin regiment,
anid afterwarde practiced law in Cald-
well connty, Mo., for mauy yesrs.
