THE SOCIALISTIC MOVEMENT

IN GERMANY.
A varlety of causes combine to ren-
der the German empire the hot bed
of the most advanced soclalistic dis-
cussion of the present day. Even,
Geneva, for so long the centre of
agitation on this subjects has ylelded
her clsims to those of Berlin, and
Rochefort, Olemencean snd Beaure-
paire of France wield but a feeble in-
floence in the ranks of the
brotherhood when compared
with the great leaders of German
socialism, Liebkneck, Bebel and Hari-
msn. In Germany, more than in any
other country on thes contlnent, the re-
pressive laws of the government, tho
practical denisl of the rights of public
meeting and public disoussion of po-
litical sffaira by tha working men,
joined with the underhand suspension
ot laws passed for, the benefit
of the middle and lower classes
have silently but  steadily
fostered the growth of a sociallstis
body of thinking men who are making
their influence powertully felt, and as
powerfully dreaded in the Empire.
In Germany alone are the soclalistic
theorists sufficlently educated and suf-
ficiently tralped in military affairs to
cause well grounded alarm. The uni-
versal conscription is yearly giving an
army edoostion to thousands of
sble-bodied ecltizens who are ln-
wardly chafing under the politi-
cal and social condition of affairs, and
who return to thelr hemes, after their
term of mllitary service is completed,
with the fall knowledge that a million
of their countrymen, equally well
trained in the use of arms, hold the
ssme opinions asktheir own‘snd only
await a favorable opportunity cf show-
ing their strength. That the socisl
democrats are fully organized ia seen
from their recent assertiun of power at
the polls. At the last g'enlz)?nl elec-
tion. the party cast 600, votes,
and in! Hamburg, their candidste,
Hartmann polled twice os many voles
as his two competistors both of whom
were openly and avowedly opponents
of socialism.

The Socislistic revelt in Germany
bas been defined as ““the revolt of
industrialism, egainst mitairism,"”
the protest of the people
agalnst a class of hereditary officials
and imperlal bureancrats whom they
have learned to hate more than a
foreign foe. The Germsn socislists are
endeavoring to do away with wnat they
consider the tyranuoy of capital, & pow-
er which one f their leaders has de-
nominsted as the modern incarnstion
of the slave driver without the slave
driver's luterest in thelife of his prop-
erty. They look upon the vast accu-
waulation of individual capitel as det-
rimental to the best Interests of the
people, and believe thst the state or
manicipality should be the sole capi-
talist investing ite mesns for the
commou benefit. They picture for
themselves iu the near future a politi-
cal and soclal Utopia where self inter-
est shall be merged into a desire for
the common welfare, where each in-
dividual shall ase his powers for the
benefit of his fellows and where a
roign of perfect equalily shall result,
in which the foll develupment of hu-
mau energles shall be the sole object
and general advautsge the common
end.

This lethe glowing vision which a late
writer in the Ninet:enth Century holds
up to the gaze of the world as the
altimate attainment of German
socialism. For the present, the lead-
ers are prepared to admit that the
reslization of this vision is not possl-
ble. Bociety is not yet ready to at-
tain to this lofty concepiion of its
right and privelege. The thoughtfal
minds in the party are therefore de-
voting their energics to counteract
the  policy of  centralization
in the Empire, to contend for indi-
vidual liberty and the rights of the
working clssses, and to insist upon a
due respect being paid to the municl-
palities by the government. It would
seem that Prinoce Bismarck is blind to
the terrible power which is slowly
gathering its oolls about the imperial
fabric which he has woven, and
which at no distant day will threaten
the foundstion of the German
government. The  conscription
still goes on; the standiog army is
increased; rigid faws of terrorism
are enscted and while guarding against
a forelgn foe he is only providing the
‘mesans for domestic revolulion. Not
three months az~ a socialistic depaty
in the German Reichetag boldly
avowed that ‘“failing to modify the
laws which had been enactzd to crush
them for the next six years they must
try force.” German soclalism is daily
completing its organizatiocn and within
the next decade is likely to make it-
self felt with a power which will fsll
nothing short of revelution.

HIS MAJESTY JAY GOULD.

PROGRESS OF MONOPOLY.

New York Times, Fen, 24,

Judging from what is commonly
said conoerning Mr. Jay Gould, the
father of his country might as well
have spared himself the trouble of a
birthday., There is no doubt that
Washington meant well, and that he
worked hard to estahlish free goyern-
ment in North Awmerica; but his work
has lssted only a century, and Mr,
Gould is now on the point of com-
pletely aud torever destroying it.

There was & time when Mer, Gould,
viewed as a financial phenomenon,
was comparatively little larger than
a man's hand; but he has since dark-
ened the whole heavens with his
baleful shadow. Solong as he was
supposed to be merely engaged in
makivg a fortune the public cared
little abont him, but he has now
thrown off the mask, and is seen in
the act of seizing not only the so-
preme power of the mation, but all
our powers, our bodies, and to a Iarge
extent our souls. Controlling, ss he
now does, the telegraph system of the
country, vast lines of railways, and
two, if not three, of the newspapers
belonging to the Associated Press,
he hee the standing-place from which
he can not merely roin, but utterly
upset, the free government that
Washington and bls assotiates estab-
lished.

If we muy believe all that is eald of
Mr, Gould, he already controls ns one
knows precisely how many trunk lines
of railways, and he can at no very
distant period control every trank line
in the czuntry. He can depresa the
stock of this, or *‘bull” the stock of that
road, 50 a8 to make miliions ol dollars,
and he can do this every week in the
year, With the means already st his
command he can readily and rapidly
gain poesession of every great line of
railrosd conneoting the eset with the
waet and the vorth with the south.
Baing thus master of the raillwsys, he
can levy tolls at his pleasars, and re-
ceive revenues greater than those of
any existing governmens, With such
untold millions in his possession there
will be no po:sible combination of
ggpiulicu or patriots that can worst

im.

To the controlof the telegraph lines
Mr. Gould is now eaid to be determiu-
ed to add the control of the Associated
Precs, and it is popularly believed that
by the purchase of one more newpaper
he will achieve this end. He will
thus, to a large extent, control what
has been the free press of Americs.
The newspapers will print only such
news as he allows the telegraph wires
to carry, and will express his opiniona
with the sa:ne fidelity now exhibited
by the Tribune and World. Mr.
Gould can thus elect the next presi-
dent, even withcot iocurring the ex-
pensa of buying the nominsting con-
vent'ons. He can have one of his repre-
sentatives nominated by the republi-
cans and one by the democrats, an
that whatever may bs the result of
the election his candidste will be
elected. He will likewise pack con-

with men who will be thorough-
y subservient to him, and can thus
effectually prevent any leglslation
which might interfere with his plans.
There would still remaln the supreme
court, but no one can sup that he
will long permit it 1o retain its inde-
pendence. Even if he cannot secure
the confirmation of Mr. Stanley Mat-
thews, he will sooner or Iater contrive
to bave any vacaucies that may oceur
filled iIn such a way as to provide
agsinst the contingency of declsions
hostile to his interesta.

When the day arrives that shows us
Mr. Jay Gould controlling the three
branches of the national government,
the railroads, telegraphs, and press of
ths cocatry, he will be the autocra: of
America es truly as Alexander Is the
sutocrat of Russia. He will sit in
his private office and dictate legisla-
tion aa he pleases, and levy indirect
taxes (or the benefit of his personal
pueket.  The people will be entirely
helplesay The press will be silent,
and the ex lon of any opinion
hostile to the wish of Mr. Gould will
be punished, not by imprisonment,
death, or any of the violent methods
practiced by ailitary despots, but by
the swiit and sure finauclal ruin of
the rash victim. The autocrat will
not veed to surround himself by an
army; but he will govern-none the
less despotically under the forms of
laws. He can crush out any Industry
in a single day, and reduce whole
provinces to beggary, and can reward
his supporters with a magnificence
which no Roman uip;owr ever”exhib-
fted. In that day Mr. Genld will own
about fifty million slaves, whose slay-

ery will be as real, if not as apparent
as that of the four millions of south.
ern before the rebellion.

This is not a plessant prospest, and
to some people it may seem merely a
bad of nightmare. Ne 8-
less, if we arve to believe the various
assertions which are ccustantly made
concerning Mr. Gonld, it s impossi-
ble to doubt that he Is aiming to en.
slave the people of the United States,
and that nothing can prevent his suc-
cess. Every day it is announced that
he has bought a new rallroad, or a new
newspaper; and every week we hear
of the additional millions that he has

“that ever wielded by any msn since
Constautine.

Perhaps, after sll, Mr. Jay Gould
Is not the formidable n he is
represented to be. Undoubtedly, he
does own & good many miles of rall-
road, but it may not be true that he
buys & new trank line every day at
10:30 a. m. Undounbtedly he owns
The Tribune and The World, and pos-
sibly he is unfortunste enough to own
The Express, but a man may indulge
in vices of this sort without hurting
snybody but himself. He may own
several senatgrs, but somehow Mr.
Stanley Matthews is yet unconfirmed.
Finally, it msy be true that 50,000,000
of Americans will allow Mr. Gould's
foot to rest on their neck, and then
agaiu perhaps tkey will not.

THE RECONSTRUCIED SBOUTH.

A NEW AND GENERAL DEVELOPMFNT OF
ART AND INDUSTRY,

Edward Atkinson, in the tnternatienal Roview
In the market gardens of Norfolk,
Charleston, Savannah and elsewhere,
the well-directed work of white and
colored laborers alike leaves littls to
be desired In comparison with work of
a like kind at the north. In the At-
lantic Southern states the number of
small farms will soon give to these
states a larger number of conservative
citizens than will be found ip any
other equal section of the country.
To these small farmers especially have
the centralizing and undemooratic
tendencles of the bourbons become
most oppressive; they arerapidly or-
ganizing to regaln local self-govern-
ment and their right to elect their own
magistrates, county nfficors, assessora
and th‘at lika.‘dThey resist the ssme
par capita ro tl'u agd other meth-
cds of legislation that oppress the.
black, by means of which the bont-
bons have attempted to discriminate
against both classes, and, as they have
oceased to dread the assertion of social |

of the black since they have found
that no such assertion is made, white
and black voters are lesrning to co-
opsrate In defense of the rights which
are essential to both races. On alllo-
cal questions the south is dividing In
every section, and it will never sgain
submit to the bourbon rule, even nn
national questions.

In the mechanic and manufacturing
arts, if comparisons be made with the
barbarisms of the antl-war perlod, the

rogreas is almost marvelous. Vil-
es are springing up; the country
store is established; centres of indus-
try are forming. ‘t'he south now bas
at Chattanouga the largest single ten-
nery in the country; the sole leather
of Louisville takes a lesding place
among the bast, if not the best; wood
I being worked in many forms, and
the chlef supply of the best ash, oak
and walnut, for eastern oities, is now
found eouth of Mason and Dixon’s
lina. Nashville is said to possesa the
la*g st wagon factory in the country;
iron is being made at the lowest cost
and of the best quality in many places,
and Pittsburg feels the mnecessity
of conatructing new lines of rallroad
to reach tha southern mines, in order
to malatain her place. Norfolk con-
tests the palm with Baltimore in the
ocanning of oysters, literally employ-
ing thousands of persons In that in-
dustry. In Richmond, wvwo carpst-
baggers, who carried full sized trunks
and atayed, employed some hunireds
of women in the manufactare of cigar-
etles that are mostly made from to-
bacco of the finest gualily, grown In
places and on I:nds which ten years
since, no one knew to be fit for grow-
ing any tobacco even of the coarsest
kind, Elsewhere, in every direction,
arts and industries that are old to us,
but new to the south, are starting
into vigorous life and creating new
conditions which will not permit sec-
tional sntagonism any longer.

The exact population of New York
state by the census of 1880 Is 5,082,-
983.

New York's gain In popolation In
tha ten years from 1870 to 1880 was
700,223; an increase greater than the
eutire present populstion of any one
of these twelve statea: Colorado, Con-
necticut, Delaware, Florida, Maine,
Nebraska, Nevada, New Hampahire,
Oregon, Rhode Island, Vermont, West
Virginia,

All twelve of these states combined
do rot contaln as many people as New
York, They fall nearly a million
short. Add to the total of the twelve
the population of either Arkansas,
California, Louisians, Maryland or
Minnesota, and New York is ahead of
all thirteen together.

New York state has more inhabi-
tanta than all New England. It has
more inhabitants than all New Eng-
with California thrown in.

Re-inforce the population of Ohio,
Includivg all the officeholders, with
the united populations of New Hamp-
shire, Rhode Island, Delaware,
Florida, Colorado, Nebraska, Nevada
and Oregon, and you have almost ex-
actly the population of New York.

Of New York's populstion of five
milllons, 2,713,021, ¢r somewhat more
than one-half, live in cities and towns
of over 10,000 population, The re-
msining two aud a quarter millions-
may be properly called countrymen.

There are in the state thirty-nine
citles and towns of over 10,000 pop-
ulation.

There are thirteen cities of over
20,000,

Therg are seven cities of over 50,-
000; New York, Brooklyn, Buffalo,
Albany, Rochester, Troy and Syra-
cuse That is the order of their com-
paratlve size. The firat thres are
over 100,000; the hrat>two over half a
iiialllion, and the firat one over a mil-

on. .

New York City and Brooklyn con-
tair conslderably more than one-third
of the state’s population. Together
these two towns are larger than any
outside state in the union, with six
exceptions, There are nineteen
stetes which have not the population
of New York city alone.

Army and Naval Journal.

Last week we presented some inter-
esting facts and figurea compiled from
the tables accompanying the last an-
nual repcrt of the secretary and treas-
urer of the Army Mutiial Ald Associa-
tion, Capt. Geo. W, Davis, 14th in-
fantry. We vow furnish some further
data derived from the same source.

I'he awerage number of officers on
the active list in each year has been
(discarding fractions) 1300; the aver-
age number of retired officers since
the retived list was established Ia 1860
kas been 206, and the average nom-
bar of deaths annually 7, The high-
est ratio of mortality in the active liat
048 in 1846, snd .052 in 1847; .048
in 1862 and 1863; .049 in 1864, In
1866 it went down to .018, The
lowest was .005 in 1843. Sinca 1860
it haa varled from .032 in 1867 to 011
in 1872 and 1874. The number of
officera in service Tune 30, 1879, was
2,612; deaths 37; ratlo 14.72 per
1,000. June 30, 1880, 2,639; deaths
37; ratlo 14.67 per 1,000. The age of
two officers is not given.
