TAKING VACCINE.

How the Boyine Virus is Pro-
cured—The Mode of Opera-
tion on the Franklyn,
Pa , Vaccine, Farm,

Philadelphia Times.,

“Well, sir, if you come sround st
11 o'clock, we'll be taking the viros

for yourself how it's done. It won't
interfere with our trade, I guess, to
let you see all there Is about it.”
The rpeaker was Dr, J. P. Seibert,
of the Franklin Vaccine farm, Cham-
bersburg. It was in a little outbaild-
ing, largs enough to contain a loaded
hay wagon, but not any larger, In
which a large circular stove was send-
Ing out heat sofficient to equalize the
temperature and make It comfortabls
in the culdest weather. The only
other objact of account in the room
was a queer article looking like
& hay-rick, for the bottom was filled
with hay, which bore a smooth, shiny
appesrance, as thoogh it bad served
as a bed for some animal. It had
four legs starting out from its corners,
raaking It look like an inverted table
except that-the legs went out at soch
an angle as to give them a sprawling
ap not known to any of the

conventionsl legs of this m dern ‘ime. |

Up in a rafter to the left of the stove
was an ivory paper-knife. Directly
opposite on the other side were two
razors peeping up from behind another
rafter. On a box near the stove was
s smasll cigar-box half faoll of quills,
such as are used for vaccloation pur-
poses. On another box in another
corner was a smsll paste-board box
nearly full of ivory polots, also used
for vacclnating.

Eieven o’clock came and with it Mr,
McKuight, Dr. Seibert's partner, a
tall, thin gentleman, with black eyes
snd black whiskers, as uncompromis-
ingly long and angular as the doctor
was short and chunky.

“Joe! Jim!” shouted the Doctor to
two ‘stout colored boys who stood
in & rough-and-ready mauner imme-
distely outaide the door, *“bring her
ln.Il

Both boys disappeared into a stable
and shortly returned, shoving, push-
ing and pulling a white-speckled helf-
er, abont 8 months old and. with a
green ball of fire in esch eye,

Having gotten *he heifer alongslde
the track, the doctor and Jim held
its head, while the tall partner and
Joe made their base of operations ita
tail, and there was that ominous
silence that ususlly sttends the pre-
liminary suspense which precedes
the dischargeof a gun. The doctor,
slowly releasing his hold of the heif-
er's nose, cautiously slipped around
to the other side to prepare, for an
important counter movement, to be
put in operaslion as soon as Jim
sounded the order of battle
and threw the helfer on Its side,

S8OME OF THE REQUISITS,

The annimal now lying on Its back
and having its four feet tled to tha
wooden arms of the rick, so that its
legs indicated the four polnts of the
compass, the mode of propugating
the vaccine matter was clear. wn
on the upper part of the thighs, imme-
diately ander the flanks, the hair had
all been shaved off to the skin was
left perfectly bare. On both thighs
together there wers about twenty
fairly-developed vaccinations, each
place being about thealze of a qnarter-
dollar, The animal having been vac-
cinated, hsa now duly arrived at that
state kndwn as vaceinia, or cow-pox,
the only part of the body affected be-
ing in the places meutioned, where
the halr had been shaved off, the
symptoms being nothing more than
the development of the twenty vacci-
nation marks sud several smaller
spontaneons places in the same re
gion,

The doctor now took down the Ivory
paper-knife, and taking s amall bench,
Isced it alongside the rack, seated
himself thereon, rolled up his sleeves,
and began at once the work of taking
the virus, - First he scraped off the
orost from the vaccinated plsces, which
caosed the animal to writhe and twitch
in unmistakable pain. After the orust
had been removed from about five of
the places the doctor called to Joe to
bring him the box contalnivg the
quills .

“We never feed a helfer in thae
morning before throwlag her,” said
tha dostor, looking 1n a pre-occupied
manner st the exposed places where
the blood was now a ring; “‘she’s
less liable to bloat. In the position
she s now she can’t possibly hurt her-

I
have vaccinated ss many as elght per-
sons with a single qu They are
more relisbla and oconvenient than
the poluts. The points were in vogue
long before the quills. But there is
some property in the qullls which
seems to preserve the virns for a
longer period than the points. In
vaccinating we don’t scarify the flesh;
we abrade—lay bare the absorbents
without breaking tbe skin. That is
all that Isneeded.  In scarifying the
akin Is scored ope way, then snother
way, until the blood comes. Well,
4n doing thet you may only strike one
or two absorbents, which may not be
enough. But by the abrasion of the
surface all the absorbents are laid
bare and the vaccine matter haa a full
chance to act.”

Meantime the tall psrtner had not
been saying much, having been for
the most part and Interested listener
and gratified spectatog (seve ral arders
having come in from Philadelphla
and other points meantime, and hav-
ing been read aloud by the doctor,

vacclnate & heifer, take the virus, and
then stand it aside until we want It
agaln. That isn't the case, This
heifer hers,after taking from her onoe,
we will never use again. We never
take a second time from the same ani-
ma '"

“This,"” said the doctor, ‘‘is a great
deal easier than the old crust plan. A
phyeician csn now take a poiat and
vacoinate five children where, in the
same length of time, with the crast he
conld vaccinate about one.”

SOME GENERAL FACTs,

The helfer had now been an hour
and a quarter on {ts back, and daring
this time the doctor had been occupled
taking the virue from the five abra-
slons mentioned. Fifteen yet re
mained, not one of which he had yet
tonched with his knife. About sixty
quills and fifty pointa had been'‘charg-
ed," and the five abrasions wers still
flowing. The doctor stated it usually
took them from two hours and s half
to three hours to take the virua.
Ordinarily they make about twen
abenslons to each helfar. Underneat
the thighs, near the teat as it ls,
there Is no danger of serlous con-
sequences in the way of
catching cold in them. The heifers
are always kept in the stablea from
the time they are vaccinated until they
are entirely recovered from the gef-
focts, when they are returned to their
owners in good condition, that belng
a condition of the contract The vac-
cine farm does not own the heifers,
but ‘“farm them" for the parpose. The
proprietors have
stantly throoghout Franklin and Com-
berland counties looking up heilers for
this purpose, for which they so much
for their use. The animals range ln age
from 6 to 18 months, though size
more than age is the requisite. Heif«
ers alone sre taken, because they can
be handled easily, while grown cows
or young buolls cannot. The Frank-
lin farm has about thirty-five heifers
in its stables at present. The de-
mand for vaccine matter has been un-
ususlly brisk this winter- more so
than at eny time since 18756-76, when
the epldemic was in California. The
prevalence of small-pox in many small
towns of the state, as well ss in the
cities, has quickened the demand and
rendered the market active within the
last few weeks. Dr. Seibertsays they
have more orders than they can
fill and that the business is incressing
rapidly, Thers are two other
vaccive farms in Chambersburg—the
Penusylvania and the Jenner. Tke

Every one of that drove
of four thousand cattle waa on its feet
like a flash, and at exactly the same
instant, With s rush like a whirl-
wind which levels a forest they were
off in the darkmess, the strong and
heavy ones In the lead, of course.

A NIGHT STAMPEDE.

‘“‘He turned his horse’s tail toward
the stampede, burled his spurs in hia
bronyo's flank, and never stopped
until he was out of h .

000 worth of stock running away from
me, and having had thirteen years’
experience, I naturally acted different.

By constantlykeeping
tham turning to the right the leaders
were swung clear around finally, and
overtook the fag end of the line,

RUNNING IN A CIRCLE.

¢iThere they were roshing around
in a olrcle, the center of which soon
closed up and they were ‘milling;’
that is, they had formed a solid wheel
and kept going round and round
themselyes in the same space of
round. I tell you that cowboy and
myself did some tall ridiog around
that ‘mill’ to keep the outside stock
from flying off at a tangent, aa they
will do sometimes. Little by little
