A BLIZZARD,.

A TEBAGEDY OF A PRAIRIE WINTER.

Sussn walked slowly along bebind
the prairie schooner, driving the small
h«rd of eattle belonging to her broth-
er-in-law. The roads were a little
muddy In some places,—ihere had
been a rain the wvight before,—but
she was tired of riding in the wagon
and walking rested her. Sne formed
s part of the procession going west.
It was a long one, scattered vver
miles and miles of country; mule
teames, ox teams, lean horsee, and fat
enes, all heading toward that land of
promise, the west. They wers going
in baunds of two, three, or four fami-
lies, sometimes, and again one family
alone, Some of them were mechanics,
who knew nothing of farming and just
as little of the land they were golngjto
and the spot on which they wouid
stop.
