Or the 100,000 foderal offies hold-
era more than 60,000 are employed in
the postal service, and of these only
postmasters who draw a salary of over
81,000 a year are presidential ap-
pointments,  All other postmnsters
are  commimsioned by the post.
master general, and  other  em-
ployes in  the postal  service
nre  appointed by  postmasters —
railway mnil  superintendents  and
other subordinate officers.  With the
exception of revenue collectors, the
entiro force employed in the revenue
bureau is appointed and holds office
at the pleasure of the secretary of the
treasury or the commissioner of inter-
nal revenue, In the patont office, von-
sion bureau, census burcaw, burean of
engraving and congressional printing
ofice —the employes are all under the
immedinie control of reapective heads
of these bureaus. In the customs’
servico, which employs a force of more
than ten thousand employes, only
twenty or thirty officers hold conmnis-
sions from the President. All the
subordinate officiala and employes are
either appointed by the Secrotary of
the Trensury or the respective head of
ench enstom house,

OF the grand army of c¢lerks em-
ployed in the various departiments at
Washington not one holds & commis-
sion from the president,

The most numerous class of eivil
survice nppointees that hold eommis-
sions from the president ix in the

comstlar  and  diplomatic ser
vice and even they do not con-
stitute a very formidable number,

at least not formidable enough to kill
apresident who is in fair health. The
truth is that there are almost ns mnany,
if not numerous, presidontial

The audi-
tor of state every month connts the
woney in the state treasury and eerti-
ties to the amount he finds, and is re-
quired to wdvertise the same in eertain
newspapers.

ING CENTRE

The best evidence of Omaha's sub-
stantial growth is the increase of her
mnnufacturers, Ten years ago scarcely
two hundred workingmen were em-
ployed in manufacturing in & small
way in our cily, To-day over two
thousand mechanics find employment
in our shops and factories,  Within
five years wo have gquadrupled the ca-
pacity of our Bmelting Works, doub-
16d the wren of our machine shops,

triplod the faoilities of
our broweries and distillerics
and  estabhished on  a sulid

basis, white lead works, nail works, a
linspod oil will, a shot  tower, a barb
wire factory, foundries, cornice works
and guite s number of smaller indus-
trios that we have not the space to
entmnerate. And now we are about
te ndd another very important cstab-
lishment to our manufacturing indus-
tries in the shape of an agricultural
implement  and  windmill factory,
whicl starts out with a capital ot $60,-
000 and is destined to grow to much
larger proportions at no distant day.

“‘Railway Problem” is embodied in
the official corrospondence ot the state
departmoent for 1880, being a sketch
of the railway history of Germany
mnde Dr, R, T,

Columbin Oollege, st the request of
Hon. Adrew D. White, our late minis
ter at Berlin,  Dr. Ely, it appears,
hid spent some three years in study-
ing this and similar questions in Ger
many,  His observations and conelu
sions are given in the space of four-
teen pages of the volume of diplomatio
correspondence.  Kvery point relating
to the politieal, military and economio
bearings of the Prussian railways is
elucidated in this pains taking and adj
mirable dissertation.

Railway building commenced in
Germany in the year 1835. In 1898
the Prussian monarchy which was not
then allowed to contract debts without
the consent of the “estates of the
realm,” which consent coulfl not be
obtained and without which 1t was
impossible to raise money for con-
structing state railways— what
might be called a “‘general milroad
law," which is still in force, fixing the
conditions upon which such undes tak:
ings might be confided to private en-
terprise. Some of these conditions
might have been adopted with advan-
tage in this country. For instance,
all shares subscribed for must be
paid in full in cash and the money ap-
plied to the work before any borrow-
ing can be done. No loan for con-
struction purposes can boe  effected
without the consent of the govern-
ment, which has a right to require a
sinking fund to be established Jur the
liquidation of the debt. Railwa
tariffsmust be conspicuously published,
and no change which incrsases rates
ean go into offect until six weeks after
publication, and no discrimination
ean be made between persous. When
the profits of o railway excoed ten per
ecentum upon the actual cost the taviff
must be reduced, (This provision.
by the way, has ulways been evadod),
At the expiration of thirty years aftor
the opening of any railway the state
has the right of purchasing it at a
maximum price equal to twenty-five
times its average annual dividend dur-
ing the five preceding yeavs,

Under this law rather morve than
one-half of the Prussian railways have
beon built.  With the adoption of the
constitution of 1850 the goveanment
acquired the means of constructing |
railways with its own resources and |
it built several roads which were deem-
ed too expensive or too littlo remuner-
ative for private enterprise, the most
important of which was the one exten-
ing from Berlin  northeastwardly to
the Russian frontier. No  definite
railway poliey was adopted by the
stute, and two system—that of private
ownership and that of state control —
grew side by side until the yoar 1866,
when these were 3,000 kilometres in
the former eategory and 3,300 in  the
Intter.  About one-half of the roads
operated | by the state were held
under lease, the other half being own-
ed by the government. By the po-
litical annexations of 1866 the govern-
ment came into possession of all the
railways owned by the annexed king-
dom and duchies. Nevertheless pri-
vite enterprise outran the government

until  the  heginning  of 1873,
when  private  companies  oper-
ated 7,000  kilometers  against
0,700  operated by the state.

In this year Dr. Lasker made his fa-
mous attack upon the minister of com-
merce, Count Itzenplitz, charging cor-
ruption in the administration of the
general railroad law, whereby ‘‘con-
cessions’’ or charters were granted to
certain favorites of the minister, and
withheld from others. A protracted
investigation was had which substan-
tially sustained Dr. Lasker's charges
and led to Count Itzenplitz's resi gna-
tion. The committee of investigation
were charged among other things to
inquire how far the intentions of the
govermment in granting charters to
Y:‘i\'ate companies had been fulfilled,
‘nder this head they reported that
“railways are public highways resem-
bling in essence and purpose other
highways, The only means of justi-
fying the government in relinguish-
ing them to private industry and
speculation is financial necessity, Tt
appears desirable to trunsfer to the
empire a controlling power over all
German railways, "

Nothing was done to earry this re-
commendation into effect until 1876,
when Prince Bismarck brought in a
bill in the Prussisn Parlinment to au-
thorize the government, if it should
desire to do so, to sell all the Prus.
sinn state railways, together with the
government's right to acquire the pri
vate railways, to the empire. Inas-
much ns the Prussian system is the
preponderating  railway force in Ger-
many, its sequisition by the imperial
government would give to the latter a
great acoess of power as agaiust the
“‘particularists’” or state-rights party,
“Lu constitute the dominant faction |
in Bavaria, Wurtemberg an | Saxony,
Prince Bismarck, in advocating the
measure, made a speceh which would
have delighted our anti-monopoly
league,

The bill was passed Ly the Prussian
parlimment, It remained for the em-
pire to complete the barguin by pur-
chasing the Prussian railways. The
“particularists” rallied against it in
such foree that it was never brought |
bufore the reischstag at all.  But Dis- |
marck was not deterred by adverse
public opimon—he seldom is.  He re
doubled the exertions of the govern-
ment to gain possession of the private
railways of the kingdom, in order to
bring against the non-Prussian state
railways the powerful competition
which the united Prussian systed un-
