Wasmivaron, August 28—0One un-
expected thing the president used to
say always happened him happened
ihis morning. The elight hope that
arose carly lust evening was scarcely
oxpressed so fearful were all that it
might be a temporary Bustuation and
a forerunner of the iast. The fear
that a change for the worst wonld oc-
cur during the night was shared by
voery miany and it was therefore a de-
wided and unexpected announcement
made by the physicians this morning
that the president had held his own
during tho night, The inmates of
the white house had a quiet night,

The four nurses, Mrs, Dr. Edson,
Dr. Boynton, Gen. Swaim and Col,
Rockwell, wore out and in the sick-
room the greatar part of the uight,
The patient slept fully as comfortably
a8 on the prececing night, and the
<losost scrutiny eould deteet no un-
favorable change. Gen, Swaim said
at midnight: *Just wait for the morn-
dng.” Col, Roekwell said; **Tha cloud
has a silver lining.”

RELYING €N IS I'LUCK.

Dr. Bliss passed a very restless
night, At midnight he took the pa-
tiont’s pulse, which was 104, Subso-
quently he sponced off the president
and found him level-headed and ox-
ceedingly cheerful,  Dr, Blies said he
went into tho surgeon’s reem and
tried to take a nap but could not sleep
on account of lis anxiety. At the
usual time the enemata wae adinis-
tored and the president swallowed a
little kowmiss between his nape.  That
wias just about the history of the
night.  Mrs, Garfield was ap very
early and was by the bedside . immedi-
ately, Gen, Bwaim was almost elated
when he left the sick room. Said he:
“I have relied on Garfield’s pluck for
twenty-five yeurs and I stand on the
same ground now,"”

The morning hulletin  figazes were
the best dor ten &ays and when it was
Ppostod 1t was revedved almest with a
shout. The morning dressing of the
wound developed no new unfavorable
symptoms and shewed little improve-
ment in the gland. The swelling had
gone down a little and by the elightest
pricking of a prominent point on the
outside another opening was made, so
that now, with three drainages to the
gland, the main hope is that this
trouble man yet be overcome be-
fora the president has lost wore than
he can recover,

General Ewaim, who has been with
the president all the morning, thinks
the noon bulletin will be fully asfavor-
able, compe ratively, as this morning,
The general conditions are as favora-
ble as then. Chicken jelly is talked
