coedingly hungry betwoen times, We
don’t know how much truth thero is
connected with these complaints, but
if thoy are true, the people of this
county don’t want it te proceed
any farther. There are no donbt some
people who more or less impose upon
the county, and being kept n little
short will not inconvenience them
much, for they ave not ubliged to stay.
Wo say there may be such ones, but
as a reneral thing our Tour are those
who are past helping themselves. A

ood many of them have seen nothing
Eul. the rough side of this life. Nome
are cripples, and there is not a citizen
of this county who would for a mo-
ment see one of its poor suffer for
want of food.

THE SPECIAL ELECTION,

The mayor says he cannot for
the lifo of him acconut for such a
swupid aect on the part of the
city council. He always hos holievoed
and does now that the vote should
have been canvassed und declarod;
that the question of legality wis not
one for them to dotermine, The law
required them to  receive the
hatlots, open, count and declare the
result, The mayor dovs not belicve
that there is any authority under the
law as it now stnds for calling a now
election; that if the council is cor-
rect in thewr position we can declare
the olection null snd void, The orig-
inal position becomes a dead lotter,
and, until a secund petion is present-
ed, noaction towards u second clee-
tion can be tuken, The mayor wants
it understuod that he takes no hand
in the fight between the “Big 4" and
the people.
