Ascension Day opened with a brisk
rain, and thua dispelled the hopes of
the Sir Knights of Mt. Calvary Com.
mandery, who expeoted to entertain »
large number of the membera ot the
order from abroad, They expected to
have at_least two hundred uniformed
Knights as guests, and make an ole-
gaut and imposing appearancs during
the several marches and the pilgrim-
age. The weather, however, put a
stop to nearly all streot display, and
Mt. Calyary turned in and made the
day as pleasant as possible otherwise
for the visiting Knighta. The Denver
train yesterday brought in about a

domen from Fremont., Later a num:
ber of Knights from Council Bluffs and
Red Oak arrived, and just before 11 a
delegation from the Lincoln Comman-
dery arrived. Commander France, of
Mt. Calvary, and other officers met
the guests at the depot and escorted
them to Freemason's Hall. The Lin-
ooln Commandery was accompanied
by the Capital City band.

The delay in the arrival ot the
Knights postponed for an hour the
beginning of the servicea in the opera
house. It was, therefore, about noon
when the procession started from the
hall en route to the opera house. The
U, P. band, 16 piecss, under A. R.
Toozer, leader, headed the proceasion,
and enlivened the air with its unual
excellent musio, Then came Mi,
Cavalry, 35 men, followed by the Cap-
ital City band aud the visiting
Knighta,

On the stago at the opera house was
seated the Presbyterian choir, just
reorganized by Mr. ¥. B, Smith,
They  accepted  the  invitation
to sing  at the  wervicea
and by their excellent aid the services
were rendered very interesting. As

reprosents to you, as your imagination
dwells upon it, the splendid ¢onelu-
sion of that hallowed sacrifice made
by the redeemer of the world to pro-
pitinke the anger of ap offended
Deity. You are informed by the
Holy Scripturea that our Baviour hav-
l:f sulfered the paine of death,
triumphed over the grave, arose from
the dead, and in due time asoended
with transcandent majesty to hoaven,
where he now sits at the right band
ot the heavenly father, a mediaor
and intercasaor for all who have faith
in Him,
The theme, suggestad alike by this
story, and by the day and by the way
in which we are here to commemorate
it, w “The Witness of Templariam to
the Ascension.,” Look, first of all,
at the philosophy of the fact ot thy
Asconsion. Bee what its value is.

There is a legond that comes from
Egypt concerning the sphinx. This fab-
ulous monstor is usually re ted in
art with the head and nock of a god-
dess, with the body and colawa of &
lion, and with the wings of a bird,
The fable relates that she sat by the
wayside near the vity of Thobes and
proposed riddles to the travelera who
chanced to puss by, Thoae who tailed

charming bride many bappy years togutber,

to solve them she sprang upon and
murdered, This much of th\ﬁeymd
a8 been taken to illustrate life. Life
luwy such an sspect; it proposes such
anig s, wo aoawer the riddle
thist falls to us, we pass on unmolested
towansl the hundred ygated city, If
we fai!, or if we think to disregard it,
its aoiution will be forced upon us,
and we will find it to be, indecd, &
thing of teeth and claws,

To this esigms the asscension of
Obrist, rightly understood, puts an

answer upon our lips, In one of the
most touehing incidents recorded by
the evangelist, our Savior is said to
have atooped down and written upon
the ground. 1t wmay have been for
shame at the graceless act of hia un-
biushing counteymen. It may have
been for indignation at the deeper
guilt of the hypoeritical nccusers, 1t
may have been the indioations that
tle crime of the penitent should be
obliberated as the charactera wrilben
with His finger in the dust, Further
than this we may take it as the sym

ho! of His work. He wrote upon the
earth. Thus, too, He was ready 1w
inmeribe a new value upon thefrail ha-
manity befors Him, And thisis what
He has done for all humanity. In-
deed his work was greater than this;
the relation he assumed still nearer.
Tasuing forth from the bright presence
of the Almighty Father, He robed
Himaelf around with human flesh

He traversed the length of mortal ex-
perience. He nounded the depth of
human endurance. He measured the
hreadth of the grasp of their passions
upon men, He slimbed the heights
ot moral sttainment. In infancy He
was helpiess. In boyhood he was
subject to the will of his parents. In
manhood, having every form of evil,
and the world's worst opposition to its
highest good, a cruel death and the
grave fulfilled His experience of all
that is common to the race, And the
humanity in which He endured all
this He has carried to the skies.

“Beyond the mountains,” says the
old proverh, “There are people lir-
ing." And the ascension of Christ,
showing man his true destiny, lifts
up his eyes to look beyond the narrow
limits that the faithless sight is wont
to circumscribe around the life. The
boundleas future is opened to us. An
inspiration comes to us from beyond
the sky that is often bright and sunny
above us. You remember the discus-
sion between Leigh Hunt and Thomaa
Carlyle upon the eternal future. The
lntter then deapaired of reaching cer-
tainty concerning immortality. Evenly
matched their controversy was pro-
longed through the night, until nearly
daybreak. Pointing up to the stars
shining brilliantly above them, Hunt
exolaimed: “Look at that glorious
glorious harmony that sings with in-
finite voices an eternal song of hope
in the soul of man.” ‘‘Ah, replied
Carlyle, with a migh, *‘it is a sad
sight.” Thus the full persuasion or
the scepticiam concerning this risen
life, which our presence here denotes
our mterest in. makes joyous or sad
the view you take of the world sround
you; makes darkness without mean-
ing or luminous with & wise design
the experiences that are working upon
your life and character,

And in the digmty of this destiny
every uction that is done in the
faith of it shares. Belioving that
what you do in the present will tell
in some way in the future, you cannot
do what 13 wrongorungenerous. The
business man 1s greater, if not better,
when he looks from the little fluctua-
tiona of the market up to the mighty
law of trade which aweep the financial
ourrent in ebb and flow like the force
that moves the tides. He rises to a
higher standpoint, Ho gains a wider
view than the unsuccessful men helow
him, Just such a grasp of life, of its
present and ita future, this faith in
the Ascension gives. Like the satting
sun, which throws it brilliant hues
far back over the day that in past, this
faith is something that lies beyond
the horizon, will give a rich eolor to
the lite that now is, with the promise
always of a fairer any to-morrow.

There is a sugeestive habit related
of the wives of fishermen along the
Adriatic sea. Standing upon the sea
shore at evening, they sing a stanza of
a hymn. The response comes back to
them from the distance. Their hus-
bands out upon the nea sing a second
stanza, and it renches them mellowed
by the turbulent waters across which
it awells,

Its strong wishos make that song of
eternal hope in the soul of man. In
the fact, it announces that the Christ
has risen before us, we learn vo-day
that God has not left us without re-
sponse. It rolls ncross the dark river
that sweeps between us and the other
shore, itis strong, sweet and clear,
and it s like an invitation that does
not coesse to remind us of the ever-
lasting habitations in the city which
hath foundations whose builder and
maker in God,

If anything such in brief, BSir
Knights, is the meaning of the event
which this desy, and these services
bring to our notice,

Lot us look now to see how the his-
tory of Templarism illustrates its loy-
alty to this lesson, and how the sym-
bols of the order perpetrate it.

Go back and examine the soil out
of which the institution grew. From
the beginning apprehensions have pro-
vailed conoerning the speedy approach
of the end of the world, periodically
this terror returns. There have been
dooms-dny panics which have swept
over continents. Many had arisen be-
fore, butin the middle of the tenth
century, one begun that was general
and most pitiable, It was su age of
coarse liberalism, and superatitions
without n parallel.  In the great
monastry of Paria, there is still extant
a fresco, which is s fit emblem
of the period, A monk with clasped
hands and an expression of terrible
agony upon his countenance, staads
spon the abyss, where the sufferings
ot the lost are represonted and straing
his vision across the lurid valley, The
inseription mbove discloses his one har-
rowing thought: - Quis sustinebit ne
descendum wmoriens,—who will sus-
tain moless dying Imay descend there.
This everlasting {uruiug lake war the
one dreadful thing from which the
mind oould not be averted. How to
esoape it, was the question at any cost
to be answered, the end which men
bent every energy to sccomplish. At
such s period, smong such a poople,
the impreasion began to preval that
the end of all things was at band. The
1,000 years of the Apocolypse was
u‘umt to terminwte,  The excitement
and terror that followed was inevit-
able, Men began at onee to prepare
to meet their judge,  Every method
to appease their conseiencs was eagerly
ombraced, No peosance, however,
sovere was slighted, A pilgrimage to
Jerusalem was thought to be the most
«factunl, and na the Holy City was
the spot to whioh the Lord should de-
.w.umr and the race be sum-
woned, the number that rushed
theve was incaloulsble, In the year
900, the pilgrims journeyed eastward
w erowds llia wies, The suprome
event wes imminent. On the alert

for por'ents, every phonowena of na

tara was magnified into a sign of the

coming estastrophe,

“Hid rhq;n st night, along the heavenly
arch,

Some shooting orb woald flame* oul and
expire,

Leaving behind an angry trask of firs,

The hiost wou'd coass ita solitary marah,”

Apart from the terror of the timid,
and indeed the resolote might quail at
the woes foretoid by the fanatic
preachers, the physieal sufferiog
which followed was something appall
ing. The Turks, who held the holy
land, alarmed at seeing ther country
thus overrun, throw every possible
obataole in the way of the pilgrims,
They insulted, they beat, they plun-
dered them. Maltitudes of those
who had come from Earope had dis-
posed of all their possessions.  Await.
ing hourly the parting of the eclouda
and the appearance of the Eternal
Judge with his angels to terminate all
urthly”znrammant and oppression
and noed, they literally took me
thought tor the morrow. But as the
days rolled by their beating hearta
grew siock with hope deferred,
l'ney turned their facea homeward.
Bat it was not more than a
handful of all that host, who lived to
tell in their own land to their own
people of the sufforings they had en-
dured on_ their journey, of the bar-
barities they had encountered at the
handa of the Turk.

More than two centuries passed be-
fore the Ohristian world ga/e up its
expectalion of the immediate advent
of the last day., A mecret fear atill
clung to men. And they continued
to discern some fore-token in every
uncommon appearance of the sky, and
to look in apprehension upon every
unusual occurrence that tm.ﬂopl aco up-.
on the earth. Yet out of this period
has come down to ua one of the loftiest
hymns of any Ianguage. It could have
been the offapring only of such circumn -
stances, and of auch a time. Init are
orystallized both the faith and the
foars of the age. 1Itis worthy to be
called what 1t has been named, “The
Marseillaise of the millenium.” I re-
fer to the **Dies Irm."

“Day of wrath! That day of mourning,

It was the recital of the indignities
inflictod upon the Christian pilgrims,
which led afterwards to the Crusades.
And out of the Crusades grew the or-
der of the Temple, The connection
of Templariam, or Musonry is alt)
gether accidegtal. Masonry is by far
the older. There are'many points of
contact, yet important diffsrences be-
tween the two, Mnsonry is one of
the attempta of which history telle, to
unite the race in & universal brother.
hood., 1t is moral rather than relig-
ous. Based upon those idens which
has found expression in the theology
of every people, upon those essential
principles of right about which men
never question, npon the recogaition
of those practical duties which nover
vary, it takes into its membership
men of many ditferent creeds. The
orders of knighthood, on the other
hand, are distinctively christian. Thoy
were instituted early in the Crusades,
From the first of these nineteen
christian ocenturies, those localities
were counted holy where the Savior's
feet had trod. That spot was deem-
ed especially hallowed  where
the tragio sncrifice wWas
offered, and where the sacred body
lay. Apart from the motive, wo have
already mentioned, which through
the highways of Europe, these throngs
which could scarcely be numbered,
it had been always thought s merito-
rious thing to make a pilgrimage to
these holy places.

While the holy land remained in
the possession of the Arabs, into
whose huands it had fallen in the
seventh century, those who crowded
thither were unhindered in their
pilgrimage, siye only that tribute was
enacted before their devotions could
be offered upon the sacred soil. But
in the year 1065 Palestine was subju-
gated a new enemy, The city of the
Groat King was taken, and it, with
the sepulchre, passed into the hatrad
hands of the bigoted and hostile
Turk. The fall of Jerusalem carried
dismoy throughout the OChristian
world. Men died of grief. It wan
unbearable that the infidel should
drive his horses across the tomb of
Ohrist, The insulis offered to Ohris-
tian pilgrims svirred men’'s seuls to
their depths; and the crusades to re.
cover the holy sepule} re were under-
taken with an enthusisam unpsralleled
in any movement before or since.
Daring this period, 1 the year 1118,
the order of the Temple was
founded. It was & part of the
same chivalrous undertaking A
change in the fortune of war had
made Baldwin, the Christian king of
Jerusulem. Yet the religious wan-
derers, many of them aged or un-
armad, or worn out by their long
journey,were still insulted and robbed,
and thousands of them eruelly mur-
dered, To protect these from the
hostile hordes who still infested the
roads to the eapitol, the nine knights
to whom we traco our origin, made
their brave, solemn compact. As-
signed to quarters in the palace of
Baldwin, near the conseerated locality
where once was the site of the tem-
ple, they derived from this ciroum-
stance their name, And Templars the
followers of Hugh de Payens and
Godfrey de St Aldemar, with their
soven associates, have since been
called.

A dark picturerises before us of these
nges. They were full of superstitions,
It was a period 1o which abject ignor-
ance prevatled, The intellect of the
raco was sloeping,’and men's con-
sclences were in udmr keeping than
their own. Yot the Order represonts
the best side of the century in which
it was founded, and mnot the worat;
and it is coustructad upon principles
that woald make any life heroie, nnd

which the world in no mory
progress oin outgrow. With
that  humility that is always

a charaoteristic of genuine counrsge
the first nine knights of the temple
slyled themselves, *The Poor Fallow
8 ldiers of Jesus Christ.” Military
in aim and organigation, they yet sub:
mittod to bind themselves aolemnly

by the wsual mogastic vows of
ll'""""" chastity and obedience.
'hoir rules enjoined the most rigid

Lubits of self-oontrol; severe sud fre.
quent devotional exercises, sell-morti-
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fication and fasting and prayer. Their
white robe was a symbol of purity
which their lives did not belie, and
the red croas, n symbol of martyrdom,
the sigrificance and fitness of which
the fate of thousgands of them made
clear. While charity and hoepitality
wors lending characteristion of this
valiant and magnanimous order, not
less waa their chivalrous reverence
for women, Their love for fents of
arma, which tested their a'rongth and
endurance, arore to a passion. And
above all, and directing all and co.se-
arating all, were that personal love for
their risen Lord and that zeal which
fired them for the Jefenso and propo-
gation of the Ohrintian faith, morally
and literally, and Sir Knights, imitate
them. Their sworda they wielded in
the defenseof innocent maidens, des-
titute widows, helpless orphaus and
the Christian religion. he holy
nepulehre, the path to which
thess brave champions of the cross
fought for two hundred years,
to keep open, is to this day, a testi-
mony to the fact we are hare to com-
moemorate, Twenty centuries add
their entries of the best history that
could be written—the history of deeds
that move the heart to quick pulsa-
tions with something of the same old
enthusiasm, of fortitude, undaunted,
of mercy, unrestrained, of charity, of
resolute ndherence to duty, which are
leas potent only than that majestic
life, which all along was their inapira-
tion and example,

Our work to-day is not that of the
knights of old. We have no holy
sepulchre to guard, unless indeed, in
these rocky hearts of curs, we hew a
shrine.

“Where in pure embalmed cell,
None but Ul:rhl. may ever dwell,"

But we have a warfare before us,
Our impressive ceremonies are not
play. Our symbols atill have & mean-
ing. Of a visit which he paid to the
knights in their retreat at the Temple,
St. Benard speaks with warmth and
admiration.  “Their arms," he says,
“‘are their only finery, and they use
them with courage, without dreading
either the number or the strength of
the barbarinns,  All their confidence
is in the Lord of hosts; and in fighting
for His cause they seek s sure viotor
or a christian and honorable death. ™’

Our confidence still, Sir Knightas, is
in the Lord of hosts. It is this cause
that we are still called to fight, but
the foe is a.more subtle one than
wild beast or cruel Baracen, aud its
enmity is more deadly. We wrestle
not sgainst flesh and, blood, but
against principalities, against pewer,
against the rulers of the darkness of
this world, against special wickedness
in high piaces, What less does that
eentral symbol, the croes, meauf It
i1 a continual reminder of that crusade
to which we have pledged our livea
snd ondeavors, that asks the highest
powers we possess, and puta a check
uvon the low, and crushes the mean.
And every conquest we have ever
gained over the wrong that is in our-
salves, or out in the world around us,
hus been under this sign, and in the
name of Him who has consecrated it.
So states the legend inscribed above
the red crass upon every grand staud-
ard: In hoc signo vincir, but it s
more than the sunouncement of a
fact, it is a prophecy, broad and
determinate of the final victory that
shall be ours.

Ba loyal, S8ir Knigh's, to the cross.
Be loyal to the motto that floats above
it. Be loyal to the risen Christ, who

A MEANDERING MONK.

A Bulearian Mark Twain and
His Travels.

A Case in Wiich Appearancea
Wera Deceitful

Conniderable attention was attracted
yeaterday on Farnam street hy the
appearance during the rain of an odd
looking genius. ““What ia ill” waa
the query, as every man rashed to his
shop door to see him. IV was a
bronzed and bearded man of mediom
height, his face nut brown, his hair
black and falling in curls down to hia
shoulders. He wore a red Turkish
““fez” on his head, a long flowing gown
of black calico, which reached to
within six inches of the ground, a
coarse blanket acroes his shoulders,
aud o pair of boots on hia feet, That
was absolutely all the man had on

and it may be imagined that his ap
vearance excited more curiosity than
reapect.

A Bee roporter followed him as he
sauutered along smoking a common
clay pipe and peering about him
through a pair of glasses that sat
astride his nose. Having corralled
him and introduced him into the
sancwum, the old adage that appear-
ances are often deceitful was sovn ap-
parent.

A. N. Experidon is a Bulgarian
monk, from a monastery located at
Jerusatem, from which he was sent
out at the expense of the Greek
church, with which his order is con-
nected, to see the world in general and
North America tn particular; to swudy
our form of government, customs and
habits, and to learn the na-
ture of the country in which we
live, Oun his return he will
write a book and resume his duties as
o teacher in the monastery. He has
been in this country for three years
and has traveled throuch every state
in the Union except Nebraska and
Mioneaota, which he is now *‘doing,”
He has aleo visited Britiech America
and Alaska, the Ilatter in company
with'the apecial agent of the revenue
department, Hon, Wm. G. Morris. He
haa just completed a tour through
Iowa, and will take in the Nebraska
towns thoroughly.

Experidon, in accordance with the
vows of his order, never sleepein a
house unless he is rick, but carries
about with him a small *'dog tent,” a
kettle and frying pan, and is an exem-
plification of themotto, ‘' Every man his
own boarding house,” Although rather
thinly clad, wearing only the ecalico
gown described, winter and sammer,
he sleeps on the ground, does his own
cooking, and anjoys life to its fullest
extent. His only compauion is a fine
dog. He had seventeen, but on ae-
count of the expense of transportation
for them, sent all but one to a friend
in Boston to keep until his return,

The monk is by no means a man of
low degree, but the son of a tine fam-
ily, hin father a banker in Joppn. He
is splendidly educated and can speak
thirteen difterent languages. This
last statement the reportes verified
examining him in
language  bofore  socepting his
word for it. He is also a magnificent
shot, as the reporter learned from a
gentleman in this city who met him
in the east sometime ago, and can
ecore 983 of 1,000 every time, It will
be seen therefors that he had no cause
to fear being ‘‘landed high and dry*
in Americs,

He arrived i Omaha yesterdsy
and lefe  for Blur and other
country towas on the line of the Sioux
City and DPacific last night, lee-
turing vecasionnly as he goes, and re-
turning to Liveuin in a few days. He
wes ot Glenwood, lowa, 'lueaday,
where a grand reception and ball was
given the militia compavy which
had just returned after capturing the

Toines. He did not think much of
the precision of their movements, but
was more favorably impreascd by the
training of the children at the state
asylum for the insane at Glenwood,
whose superintendent, Dr. A. W, Ar-
chibald, he could not speak too highly
of.

The communtcants of the Greek
church alio partake of the Lord’s sup-
l‘:‘:r a8 the Protestants do. They use

ith bread and wine, and take 1t only
in remembrance of the broken body
and shed blood of the Bavior,

After a very pleasant and iostruo-
tive conversation of an hour or so with
this intelligent foreigner, who ssys he
is like Mark Twain, ““Au Innocent
Abroad,” the ‘“‘devil’ of Tus Bs
went out aud bought the visitor ten
cents worth of meat for his dog and
the venerable pilgrim departed,
