Missouta, Mont.,, September 12,
Senator Vest and Delegate Maginniss, of
the Indian commissioners, returned to-
day from St. Mary's Mission, Bitter Root
Valley, at the Flathead agency. The
Indians refused to sell any portion of
their reserve or move te another roser-
vation. They said they had no grievances,
were highly pleas:d with their ¢u nt
Ronan; nlly they desired was to ke.p
whisky away from their young men. Pen-
domilfo and Kotenia, the chiefs, endorsed
the above. St Ignatius mission schools,
also on the reservation, wore visited by
the commission The scoools are well
conducted by Sisters of Charity and
priests.  About fifty Indian girls and the
same number of boys are being educated,
and show romutﬁl\hlo proficiency in
the different classes, Senator Vst
spoke highly of the teachers and
pupils. The council at St. Mary's
mission yesterday wns rather
dramatic.  Charlos, a flathead chief,
with a few Indians, has steadily refused
to go upon the reservation.  Tho Indians
oultivate a few ranches, but are steadily
growing poorer and the valley is thickly
sottled by whites. The reservation In-
dians anx whites want the Indians re-
moved to the reservation to avoid antici-

ted trouble,  Inthe council Vert and

inness ant opposite the chiefs and
brought an interprecer;  Vest oxplained
hin mission. Charlos, who is a noted
brave, gazed defiantly at Vest a moment
and then began to reply: *“We are onlya
fow. We are poor and weak. You want
to place your foot upon our neck and
grind our face in the dust, but I will mot
go; I3will go to the plains.”
1‘N’ez Perce Joseph tried to go to the
Plains,"” broke in Vest; “look where he
1s. There are no plaina now, The white
men were as thick as lo: ves from ocean
to ocean. If you do not get a title to
your land here like the white men the
soldiers will come some day and placs
you upon a reservation,”

“*My hands and those of my people are
feee from the white man's blood,” said
Charlos; when the Nez Perces came here
we protected the whites, Why does the
white take his heart from us now?”

Then he teok off hia hat, threw it upon
the floor, stamped upon it, and with
blazing eyes gnzing upon Vest he shout-
ed: “*You may take Charlos to the reser-
vation, but there will be no breath in his
nestrils  Charlos will be dend. He will
never go there alive.”

Ssnator Vesb answered the tawny
ehinftain in language aa emphutic as his

own, that he must abey the white man's
+ lawd as implicitly as did tho white man.

If he did not he must go where the gov-
ernment chooses to send them.

Before the council broke up Charlos
agreed to go to Washington with Agent
Ronan and talk the matter over with the
great father.
