The Breced of Hogs and the Feed,
When getting ready to fatten the hogs
for winter killing it may not have oe-
curred to many that there is profit or
loss in feeding according to the breed to
which the herd belongs. A farmer may
feed liberally, and have no difliculty in
gotting hls bogs in good condition, no
matter what breed they may be; but
thero is economy in feeding for certain
results, and any system practioed which
demands an exccss leads to wasto and
should be aveided,

Some farmera are very partial to large
hogs, preferring to keep them until they
are from a year and a half to two yeara of
age, with the prospect of securing from
each hog at least 300 pounds of pork,
while other farmers think it more profita-
ble to have their sows farrow in the
