How It is Being Pt in Shape at the
New Orleans Exposition,

Eaboring Under Diflionlties,

The last number of the Exposltion
TIowan gives n lengthy but Interesting
account of the progress of the work of
preparing the exhibit of this atate, The
accldent which befell part of the goods
in shipment s already famillar to Tue
Bee readers. It has necessarlly caused
great delay and damage, but a mnoble
rally Is being made., BSuperintendent
Chase knowing that his pyramid for the
grains of Jows had been destroyed,
promptly gave an order for & new ene to
be built. Professors Akers and MoBride
were the firat to take off thelr coats
but they discovered that thelr education-
al exhibits had been limited to a space of
only 20x30 feet. After three days pro-
teating and beseeching they secured
double this space, and went to work pre-
paring the exhibits., It was Intended
only to provide tables and racks, but
when it became apparent that adjoining
spaces were belng adorned hsndsomely,
a decorator was employed, handsome

deaigns selected, and Iowa's eduoational
apace speedily transformed Into a parlor,
The space on the ground floor, intended
for the general state exhiblt Is Hox180
feet, and platted into four main divis-
lons with a ocircle in the middle of it,
These divisions are awarded to the agril-
cultural department, the [flour
and grain _ exhlbit, th,
mechanlew] exhibit, and the fourth t
the geologlcal exhibit of wood, fruit, ete,
the Intervening spaces to be filled with
miscellaneous articles. With lumber and
other articles ordered In the clty, five
miles away, with ralny and cold weather,
and the rush on all sides, it has been
slow work to get the exhibits In shape.

Col. DBrackett, much disappointed at
the preparation and temperature for his
fruit in the horticaltural hall, decided to
make his Inrgest display inthe state ox-
hibit.

Tho superintendent to whose lot una-
voldably came tho most annoyance, was
Col, C. W, Huntington, He had just un-
loaded upon the lowa space splendid
specimens of carrlages, wagons, reapers,
soales, barb-wire,* ote,, when the man-
agement of the exposition Interposed an
objection to the placling of manuiactnred
prodocts and heavy machinery in the
government bullding, clalming that it did
not properly belong in the states' display
but in the main bullding. The contro-
versy at last accounts was still unsettled,

There has been great delay gotting the
woman's work department adjusted.
Mrs, Scott had agreed to go with other
states, upon certain conditions, in the
gallery opposlte the lowa space, but after
namerous meetings and conferences the
the chlefs of the department have not
been able to make much progress toward
gotting ready for the seversl lady super-
intendents to place thelr goods,

The manitary exhibit was ready for
Inspection on the opening day.

In the centerof the lowa space, & week
or more ago, the much talked of corn
house was erected and In charge of Mra,
T. 8, Dunham. Owing to the ralny
weather much of the corn sent the lad
was damsged, It will require a wee
longer to complate It.

From the review of the work that has
been done on the lowa exhibit, It will be
inferred, and rightly too, that s large
amouht of work remains Lo be done, but
as noarly every otherstate ls In the same
condition, the Iows commlssloners feels
that they have comfany. The work will
all be comploted by January 10th or 15th,

It is claimed
that there was a lack of food also, and
some private parties have sought to re-
lieve the wanta by sending In clothing
and food. The daughter has thus been
taken away to dle in a pest house, and
be buried with none of
the famlly near, The glrl
was removad from her home on one of
the worst days of the season, and thia
may have caused her death. To satiafy
those who believe that the family have
not been used humanely, there should
be an official inveatigation, and this
shonld be done in juatloe to those who
have by thelr officlal position had some.
