Lot us sy how the present systom of
rallroad asscssment is conduated,  Tako
Omaha for instance. Tnoe Unlon Pacific
depot groande, for which the city paid
§200,000, and lundreds »* lote, which
ware donated to the company, are now
occupied to a large extent by elevat 1s,
warchouses, lamber yirds, coal yards,
smelting works, machine nhope, and all
these grounds are retarned aa beiog in-
elnded in therlght of way,and assessed at
so much per mile, about $11,000. Itis
the same way with the B. & M., which
has acqaired within the past four years
some forty lots, which were
formerly taxed as private propeity.
They are now occupled partly with
freight houses, hut a groat portion of
then in lntendad to be sub-let for conl
yards, stone yarde, lumber yards, ware
houses, and other purposcs. All this
proparty has bean taken out of the tix
1'st and throwa into the roadbed without
even raisng the assessad valualion of the
road one cent, although depriving Omslia
and Douglas connty of thousands upon
thonsands of dollara in taxes. In thls
case, however, it is not Douvglas county
alone thet auflers, but the whole s'ate,
liceause Douglas county pays haer share
of the state faxes, and every dollar ex-
cluded from the county tax is taken out
of the state tax, e conzequently the
burden falla onall parta of the s:ate alike.
What is true of the Uaion Pacific and
the B. & M, is cqually true ¢f tha Chi
oago, Minneapolie, St. Paul & Omaha,
snd also of the  Omaha  Dhalt
line. The lalter was a purely epacu-
lative schema. Its manipulators acquired
hundreds of valuable lots, which they in-
tended to mublet for varivus commerc'al
purposes, and If the present arsossment
Jaw remains in forse all this property will
be thrown intothe road-hed sssessment of
the bic1t line and will be assessed at only
$3,000 or 21,000 per mile, just the samo
as other esmall railroads, Under the
presentlaw a big inducement Is thus held
out to railrond companisa to li:come large
real estate owners and specii’ators in any
thrivire city or town of the state, s
a'l of their real estate Investments
ara virtually exempted from inxation,
The same etata of affairsexistsin Lincoln,
Hastinge, Fremont, Grand Island and
othar towes,  As malter of fict thess-
sossment of rallroads, which have besn
vartly Improved by steel ruils, extensive
eide tracke, and sabitantial bridges and
butldings, {s lews par mile now than it
was when the machine shope, depots,
Ne, were oot iceluded in the road-bed
While the railroad companies may have
reporiod to tha boards of equs] zation all
their improvemente, they are thrown in
like so many cats #nd degs, ard In the
Fizarezate the value of the road is not in-
(ransed, which may be seen by compari-
son of the aesisyments for the last alx
years with those made previously,

All theso abnses will be remedled hy
the parsage f Mr, Troup's blll, which Ia
slmilar to that introduced two years sgo
by Mc.
