little, T'oultry has been rather guiet during
the past week; the raceipts have been quite
moderate, aad in cliickens and ducks the sup-
ply has fallen short of the demand, Prices
continue firm, In egprs the supply is greater
and the prica has fallen off considerably and
they have been sold during the past week at
from 22to 24 cents per dozen, A few pota-
toes have been received but nearly all of them
have shown frost and 40 cents was the highest
prica paid, The receipts of butter have heep
very light, although the market haa been good
atd prices firm, The receipts of hogs during
the past week wers not as heavy as daring
the precoeding week. The prices paid were
higher and all stock recoived sold.
