Loxpox, May 1.—The Daily News, the
government organ, this morniog says: “‘A
specinl mensanger has left 8t, Pet ers burg and
will arrive in London Monday or Tuesday
bringiog Russia's answer which will probably
bea formal acceptance of the English rrnpou-
ale, Tha czar has intimated to Epland
through Raron Da Staal that he earnestly de-
wlres peace, It is proposed to arbitrate the
question of the dmregard on the part
on MHussla of ths convention of
March 17th, If this iaaccepted a juint com-
minsiun will proceed to delimitate on the
frontier ot Afghanistan without awaliting for
the decision of the arbitrator a satisfactory
basls for delimitating having besn agreed
upon befora the Penjdeh affair, While the
commission is st work the disputed territory
will be considered as neutral and will not be
occupied either by the Russians or Afghans,

The News in an editorial says it rejoices
that the prospects of peace in Kogland and
Russia Are biighter than at
any time sinca  the negotiations
Tha temper of the English ministerial circle
in bocoming more pacfie, It is reported that
M. De Giers, the Russian foreign minister,

Viegonin In the XLIVth, XLVth and
X LVIth congrees, He was a member of the
electoral gollege in 1852 and 1856 and was a
dalegate to the democratic national conven
tion in 1868 and a member of the demooratic
exncutive committe from 1868 ko 1876,

Prestdent Cloveland named William Mer-
rick, of Maryland, for ssnocinte jostios of the
supreme court of the District of Columbia,
Mr. Merrick is one of & fanily of promineut
lawyers, His father, William D, Merrick,
was one of the most prominent lawyers of
Marylaod and was Unpl Statea menator
from that state from 1836 to 1845, Ope of bia
brothers, Richard T. Maorrick of this city, haa
s national reputation, and his youngost
brother, GGeorge C., in a prominent lawyer of
Maryland. He himeolf began the practics of
law in this city in 1841, and was appointed
by Presinent Pierce, arnociate justice of the
old circuit of the District of Columina. Thia
court waa abolished by act of congress in 1863
and Judge Moerrick resumed the practice ol
Inw in BPlrgImd. In 1577 he wan elected to
congress from the hith Maryland district, and
sorved on the committee which investigsted
the Credit Mobiler seandle, making the
principal speech on the subject when the re.
port waa mada to congress. The salary grab
net was presed duriog the life of thiscongress,
but Judges Merrick opposed it and refused to
take his back pay. Since his retirement from
congross he has continued to practioe law In
Maryland, He was born in Charles county,
Maryland, and is about 66 years of age,

DOWN WITH EXTORTION.

REGULAVING CHABGES IN THE OHICAGO STOCK
TARDS,
Bpecial telegram to the Bie,
Onicaco, May 1,—A serious blow was
struck at thke monopoly at the Union Stock
yards hera by the Illinois legislature, where
bill has passed the houss to regulate the
charges of tue stock yards for yardage,
freight, grain, hay, and other articles fur-
nished, and to preveot extortion and uvjust
discriminnation, Tt provides, among other
thinge, that the stock yards shall not receive
for yardage mors thap fifteen csnta per hend
for horses,  cattle, and mules
and only five  conta for hogs,
and four cents for sheep, nor more than fifty
per vent additional to current market whole
sale prica for hay, straw, corn or other articles
supplied by them for the sustenance of such
animals, and that salos shall ba made by ac-
tual weight, The peoalty for collecting
higher rates or unjust discriminstion in o fins
of not legs than $100 nor nors than $500 for »
firat offense and not less than £300 nor more
than £1,000 for subsequent offensea, At pres-
ent the yerdage exnoted is fifty cents per
head and other items are in proportion, Toe
exhorbitant charges have lopg been a source
of complaint among stockmen.

ty and eighty members of the legislature are
absent most of them having accompanied the
Haines frolic to New Orleaps, The excur.
slonists loft on a big wpecial train last night
and will be abasnt over a week. The effect

has been virtually to disnble either house from
duing sny business, The excursion train was
divided into two divielons ruvniog within
half an hour of each other, Speaker Haines,
Representatives Cronkrite, Kimbough, and
Waelch and Senators Duncan, Sherman, aod
Hill were in the first section which
conmsted of five new Pullman
conches, n smoking and a baggage car. The
rougher element of the legislature was in the
socund section, which comprised the same
number of corches. CQuino, O'Shea, McCali-
vey and that class, who are in the second sec-
tion, complained much last night of the “'sllk
atocking"” eloment taking possession of the
beat cars, They had a good supplyof liquora
with them, and their indignation waxed
warm the more they drank. They cursed the
management of the excursion and created a
general disturbance in their sleaper, At 2
o'clock this morning they were still making
the night hidecus with thelr orgies, In one
of the uppea barths was a alerk ia & marshal’s
office ns Springfisld.

stunped by the fall, His assailant then
proceeded to stamp on him and would have
done him sertous lvjory had not some of the
soberer members of the party interfered. As
it was the clerk's upper Yip waa serionnly
bruised mnd severnl of his teeth knocked
Jopee, When the sections came together at
Cairo, he was taken into the first section.
The nffsir cansed great indignation, The
clerk dosa not know who his nseailant was but

WHISKY IN BOND.

COMMISSIONER MILLER WILL ALLOW HE-IMPOR-
TATION TO AVOID TAXES,
WasniNeron, May 1,—A circular which
hns an important bearing upon the question
of withdrawal of distilled spirits from bonded
warchouses and their exportation for the pur-
poss of avoiding immediate payment of in-

ternsl revenus tax thereon, was iesued by
the commissioner of Interoal revenua to-day.
It is addressed to the collector of internal
revenus at Boston and ralates to a certain lot
of distilled spirita belonging to Mills & Co.
of that city, This firm some tims ago with-
drew from the warehouses aud exported o lot
of whisky which they sitérwards re-imported,
but which the collector of customs refused to
admit on the grouud that it was whisky which

been exported and re-imported with the
object of evading paying the internal revenus
tax, whers it would have become dus had the
spirits remalned in the warehouse and thus
cnme within the inhibition of a declslon of
the secretary ef the tremsury, based upon an
opinlon of the attorney-general, that spirita
exported with the object of re-importiog
them could not be admitted under pro-
vislons of section 2,600 of 1he revised statues.
Mlls & Co, appealed from dacision of the col-
lector to the secretary of the treasury, who in
a decision rendered several days ago sustained
the cellector, but directed that the spirits be
turned over to the internsl revenue suthori-
tles. Tho circular nuthorizes the collsctor of
internal revenue at Loston to surrender the
spirits to Milis & Co, upon payment of the
internal revenus tax upon the spirits as guaged
ot the time of their withdrawal trom the ware-
h-u‘ti:u without allowance of lenkage or evapo-
ration,

GARRISON 1S DEAD.

The Great Sprenlator Answers Ris
Last Call,

He Dies at his Home of Paralysis
of the Heart,

(Gains the Maatery,

Millions Made in the Seventy-
Sixth Year of his Life.

His Jooular View of the Marie-
Garricon Affair,

Recent Reverses that Came Upon the
Commander,—His Present Estate
and Domestic Relations.

CORNELIUS K, GARRISON,
THE GREAT FINANCIRR'S DEATH,

New Yong, May 1,—Oommodore Cornelina
K. Garrison died at his Iate residence, 42
Park avenue, 1n this city just before noon to-
dny. He drove to his residence on Bowling
Green on Wedoesday and on Thursday took
his usual drive in the park, accompanied by
his wife, This morning he complained of
feeling ill, and at 10 o'clock was visited by
Dr. Fordyce Barker who gave him a pre-
scription for broncbitis and went away. At
noon the commodore felt worse and Mrs,
Garrison called the doctor. This time Dr,
Barker brought Dr, Keyea with him. The
commodore was put to bad where he died at
10 o'clock of paralyma of the hoart,

Cornelius K, Garrison was 76 years of age.

Eight years azo he had a stroke of paralysis,
which hss effccted his right side ever since.
On Thursday evening he entertaiued some
friends at dinner and he was unusually bright.
