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Goverxor Dawzs has been requested
by the eattle commlssloners of Colorado
to catablish » cattle quarantine agalnst
Illinois and Missour), and anless he
does Colorado will quarantine sgainst
Neobraska, Woe agree with the Lilncoln
Journal that so far as Oolorado is con-
cerncd anch a coursa on her part would
not serionaly affect thisatate, We repeat
that the governor should make prepara-
tiona at onoe to carry out the provisions
of out new law In regard t> contagi>us
cattle disesnea, which goes Into effect next
month. He oan, however, have a quar-
antine established at any time through
the commissloner of agricultare, If found
necausary.

A pint has passed the lower hoose of
Illinols leglalatare regulating the prices
at the Unlon stock yards at Chicago, and
it Is very likely that 1t wlill pass the sen-
ats, The charges have been extortionate
for many yoears, and have been the cause
of great complaint, Under the proposed
bill they will ba reduced a little over two-
thirds. If the bill becamen a law It will
be very geatifylng to western stook ship-
pera who have been robbed for mo long
a timo. It may ba a big blow to a mon-
opoly, but 1t will only be dolug justice to
the patrons of the yards, who have bhit-
torly complained of the exorbitant
chargos,

Tae Herald serves notice upon Dis.
triot Attorney Estelle that he must bring
to trla) certain parlics who were indicted
for malfeassnce in cflice. If thls waa
done slmply in the interest of good guv-
ernment and without mallce we should
cheerfully join in the request. It s due
to the men who were indicted, ns well as
to the city, that they should have a
speedy and fair trial, There has already
besn too much spite-work and too much
political chicanery In connection with
this matter. Oar courts of justice should
not be turned Into partlran mills to grind
out polltical grist for or sgainst anybody.

AccorpiNa to the statement of Mr.
Owen, bank examiner of Nebrasks, Kan-
sas and Missourl, there are in Nebraska
sixty-five natlonal banks with an aggre-
gote pald up capltal of §5,000,000 in
Kansas there are sixty-three banks with
a capltal of $3,460,000 and In Mlissourl
forty banks with a capltal of $6,360,000.
Thin Is certalnly an excellent showlog for
Nebraska which {s the youogest of these
threo atates, Woe also notlee with con-
siderable pride that In the matter of
national banking returns from the prin-
cipal cities of theso statos, Omaha ranks
next to 8t, Louls. The fignres are: St
Louls, £3,260,000, in alx banks; Omaha,
$1 450,000, In six banks. Kansas City
comes third on the list with $700,000 In
two bauks, and Lincoln fourth with
$600,000 In four banke,

Tur Herald is a remarkably enterpris
ing psper. It has boon endeavorlng to
make a speclal feature of dispatches from
Washington, We had sapposed that
these alleged epeclal dlspatches were re-
ceived by the fast mall, but we are now
led to believe that they are made up
Iargely by the sclsors editor. We can

What
Owshs needs, snd what she is fully en-
titled to, Is @ new Unlon Pecific passen-
ger depot ln a more convenlent and safe
locatlon on the north slde of the tracks
Iu the matter of depot accommodstions
Omaha has been most shabblly and un.
juitly treated by the Union Pacific, The
fact Is that we ought to have a grand
ualon depot, and we belleve that if the
proper steps were taken our clt'zens sou'd
provall upon all the roads centerlng o
this city to join I such an enterprise,

GEN. MDOWELL.

Gen, Irviln McDowell who s re-
ported at death’s door at his home In
San Francisoo—all hopes of his recovery
having been abandoned— has been a sol-
dier from his youth, His mllitary career
reachen back to 1834, when at the age of
slxtecn he entered the mlilitary academy
of Weat Point, havlug received his pre.
llmlpary edupation In France, Grad-
vatiog from West Polnt in 1838, he was
sppointed second lisutenant of artillery
In the army. From 1841 to 1845 ho waa
adjutant at Weat Polnt, He served gal-
lantly through the Mexlcan war, as aid-
de-oamp to Gen. Wool, and was brev-
etted eaptaln for hils conduot at the
battle of Buena Vista. Io 1847 he waa
appointed asslatant adjutant genoral, and
sorved ax adjutant goneral In varlous de-
partmentas until 1861, having been pro-
moted t> brevet msjor In 18606, Ap-
pointed brigadier general May 14th,
1861, he wan throe days later assigned to
the command of thodepartmont of north-
oast Virginla and the defences of Wash-
ington on the Virglnia alde of the
Potomao, and on May 27th to the army
of the Potomao, whioch he commanded at
the battle of Bull Run. Upon McOlellan
taking command, McDowell was placed

in ochargse of =& dlvision, and
ia the reorganizatlon of that army early

in 1862, he waa placed at the head of the
1st corps and made major general of
volunteers. In Augost, of the same
yoar, ho was nasigned to the command of
the 3d corps, army of Virginls, and
during Gen, Pope’s campalgn in northern
Virginla he waas engaged atCedar Mount-
aln, Rappahannock statlon and the
second Bull Ran, In July, 1864, he was
glven the command of the department of
the Pacifio, and In 1866 of the depart-
ment of Callfornia, In 1868 he was as-
slgned to the department of tha Enst,
and in 1872 he was promoted to be major-
general In the regular army, being at the
same time glven command of the divislon
of the sonth, He was shortly afterwards
transferred to the Paoclfic const, and con-
tinned In command of that divislon until
he was retired in 1882, At the opening
of the war of the rebelllon Gan. McDow-
all was considered cne of the greatest
soldiers of the army, but the dieastors at
the first battle of Bull Run, for which he
was  probably in part reeponsi-
ble, clonded his fortone, and It
was very likely that It was on that azcount
that he mnever rose above &
ascondary posltlon doring tha clvil war.

OUR SIDEWALKS,

The sidewalk Improvements on Farnam
street, while bettering the conditlon of
the walks, are altogether too much of a
patchwork character. la frent of one
building planks have been put down, in
front of another there ia asphalt, in front
of a third there Is natural stone, while a
fourth has artificlal stone, and another
has brick, and 80 on. One piece of walk
s op and auother Is down, and the |In-
cautious pedestrian is consequently liable
to stub his toe and bresk either a limb or
his neck. What is true of Farnsm
street in respzet to sldewalks is equally
true of Douglas and other buslness streets
In the center of the clty. We notice
also that some property owners on Far-
nam have been compelled to widen {thelr
walks to the curb stone, which is very
proper, but others for some reason or
other are exempted from this require-
ment, What Faroam street needs Is
some uniform system of sldewalks. Some
material more durable than brick or
wood should be adopted, and the walks
the entire length of the atreet should be
put to grade. The walk around
the Paxton hotel Is not on grade, It is
not full width, and the wooden planks
are oerfalnly not In keeping with the
style of that fino structare. 1f there s
any place In the city where 8 handsome,
smooth and sobstauntial stone sidewalk
should be put down it is in front of the
Paxton, the finest hotel In the clty, and
occupylog the most prominent position on
the mein thoroughfare, The proprietors,
no doubt,stand ready to lay a stone walk
whenever compelled to do so, but the
authorlties cannot consistently order
them to do It so long as they permit
others to lag down any materlal they
may choose and in sny manner they may
soo fit, It will be ecen, therefore, that
we need sn ordinance requiring unl-
formity in materlal snd Io man-
ner of laying of walks, Sach
sn  ordioance should bo passed
by the council at an early day, and lm.
partlally and sirlctly ecforced. We be-
lleve that an atlempt of thls kind was
made a year or two ago, but when an ex-
ception in favor of wood way made fora
certaln party that virtually put an end to
prohiblt the use of wood for sldewalka on
Farnam street.

Tue mora we inquire into the tax as-
sesament system of Omaha the more un-
just and lnequoitable it appears. Hereto-
fore wo have lald ths entire blame for
tax exemptions npon the sssessors. We
find, howevoer, that the assessors are not
80 much to blame for exemptions as they
are for the dirorimination that Is made in
favor of large property owners as against
the men of small mesns. Thisis glariogly
shown in the asssssment of valuable lots
withln the city llmits at acre rates, while
thcse who own small homes adjolning
them are assessed ten or twenty tlmes ss
high, It seems, however, that wntll the
present tlme the remson that sssessors
have falled to llst bundreds of lots and
parcels of land within the cily lmils is
becsuse the county clerks have marked
these lots and lands Io the ss:essment
rolls as right of way. This year, how-
over, the books have been handed to the
assessors In blank and 1t becomes the
doty of assessors to appraise every lot
snd parcel of land within the olty lmits
excepilog city and school property.
When thelr relurne are made

the ocounty ocommissioners and cliy

council may then determ/ne and
deslgnate what property actually comea
within the rallroad right of way exemyp-
tion under the provisions of the atate law,
No eallread company can justly demand
any tax exemptlon except what the law
allows. As an {llostration of the anright-
cous exemptions of property under the
cover of right of way, we need only clte
one instanoce to which our attentlon has
just been called. A promlinent property
owner offered for aale a lot at the corner
of Eighth and Farnam streets, for which
ho refased to take loss than eight thou-
sand dollars, Upon examination of the
the records It was found that this prop-
erty had been exempt from texatlon for
more than fifteon years almply bicauss It
was marked ‘‘right of way" on the ma-
sessors’ books, What equity or justics is
thers in such exemptions i This Is only
one of hundreds of lots owned by Individ-
uals or corporations that escape taxation
In the same manner.

A cURI0US war has arlsen In St, Louis,
It 1a a war upon the wells of that olty,
and was Instituted on the ground that
the well-water was Impure and polsonons,
and if permlitted to be nsed any longer it
wonld be the means of causlng diseases
aod promoting cholera and other spldem-
ios, An ordinance was accordingly passed
ordering all wells to be clcsed up, which
would of course compel the patrons of the
wells to ane Misslselppl river water from
the ity waterworks, A  ‘“‘well.
ownera' nassociation” bas been or
ganized to resist the enforcement
of the ordinance. Mass meetinga
are belng held, the clty suthorltios ars
belng denounced, and politiolans who are
opposed to the wells ara belng **black.
listed,"” to ba spotted whenever they come
op far oftica. As the “‘well.ownera’ asso-
olation" is composed of a large number
of properly-holders, it is quite likely
that they will come oat victorious and con-
tinne to drick water from their own
wolls. They are evidently not frightened
by cholera. Some of them have been
drinking well water for twenty-five
years and they think they can atand it
for twenty-five more,

Tre demands of the Chicsgo telegraph
operators for a restoration of the fcrmer
wages have beon aceeded to by the West-
ern Unlen. The redactlon was made In
December last, the pay for extra time
belng taken away and the men being com-
pelled to work nine hours a day Instead
of seven and a half, besldes working
longer when occasfon demanded. The
restoratlon will make seven and a half
heurs a night's work, and will allow op-
erators to make extra time. The opera-
tors In all the principal cltiea were re-

duced In the same manner and the action
now taken In ragard to Chicsgo is an Indl-

ocatlon that cperators elsewhera will be
troated likcwise, If the Western Union
does not wish to pay for extra time, it
should employ more men, as the expense
would be about the same, The restora-
tlon of the old wages, however, is fally
justified by the return of prosperity and
Inoreased business,

Awoxao the printed questlons prepared
by Postmaster-General Vilas for appli-
cants for the posltion of post-office In-
epectors is one which asks the applicant
whether he has been Indicted or tried for
a crlminal offence, and In csse he haa
been, he Is required to explain all the
clrcumstances under oath. This inquiry
has created comsiderable Indignation
smong the applicants, who regard it as a
plece of Impertinence. A great many
will probably refuse to snswer any such
question. It stands to reason that in the
spirited rivalry among oflice-seckers any
applicant who has a criminal cloud on his
record Is sure to be found out, as there Is
always some one ready to expose him,
hence the Inquiry of Mr, Vilas appears to
be not only fmpertinent, but unnecessary,

OTHER LANDS THAN OURS,

While the chances of peace between
FEogland and Russla are becoming less
and less from day to dey, there Is still &
possibility that war may be averted.
Latest advices from London represent
Russls as willing to submlit to arbitration,
and hopes are entiriained In diplomatic
cirales that an smicible settlement of ex-
lsting differences between Epgland and
Ruszla may be « ffooted,

Mr. Gladstone summarized the pasltlon
of Britaln In his speech before the hoasa,
when he said that in case a violent rup-
ture came the government would at lesst
bhave made every just snd honorable
effort to avold It, and conld challenge
without fear the verdict of olyllized man-
kind.

The speech of Mr, Gladstone in urg-
ing the vote of credit for money to con-
tinue war preparations evidently captored
parliament, It doss not necersarlly in
volae war, On the crntrary It looks to
peace, in go far aa the most energetlo
methods shall contribate to that end. He
was not even clesr as to what the result
would be, But he proposed that should
war come England would be in & pesition
to receive the approval of the civilized
world, He proposed to energetically
continue war preparations, and so, while
striving for peace, be fully prepared for
war, Boch is the position of the prime
minister. It was strongly endorsed by
the commona and evidently will mest
with popular support ln Eogland,

Io securing a majority ot 43 on his ap-
poal to the house ¢f commors not to sep
arale the Londop credit from the gener-
al war credlt of 855,000,000, G'adstone
soored an imporiant taclical victory, for
it enables the libersl government to pay
a'l the bills of the Loudom campalgn—

yot leaves [t free to order every British

soldler out of the desert and into posl-
tions where they are really noeded, The
sltuation may now be summed up by my-
Ing that the franohise bill In & Iaw; the re-
distribution bi'l I as good as pazssd; the

lous abandonment of = task that ought
never have been undertaken. Itisnota
pleasant reflaction for the survivors and
the Immediate friends of the generals and
the soldiers who perished In the sands of
the Soudan that their sacrlfice was made
In a cause thus easlly deserted as of little
consequence, It muost be remembered,
however, that the British soldler, carry-
Ing tho standard of the moat graspiog
power on the globe, becomes In the very
extent and varfety of the employment to
which he i asslgned something of a mer-
conary., His orders may carry him to
any quarier of the gliba in a quarrel of
which be msy know nothing and will care
leas. To fight In this way ia not to fight
os Americaus fought as voluntecrs ina
partionlar war and for a epecific cause,
Vhile the fata of thoee ot the Britsh
srmy whose blood sank In the sands of
the Soudan may be lamented it will not
pe forgotten that war was their bosiness,
and that fora gaerdon they undertuok
to go wherever government might order
to a fate which 1a that of war.

The London FEeonomist pressnis a con-
vinclog arrsy of ressons to prove that
the direct effect of war between Eogland
and Rossla upon the sommercral inter:s's
of the former conld not be hurtful to any
consideralle extent. There would prob-
ably be less actual money lost in the in.
terruption of Englaud's trade with Rus-
sla than in a distarbance of her relations
with any other continentsl power. Of
the total imports of England but 4.2 per
cent come from Rossia, and but 2.1 per
cent ¢f hertotal exports are conslgned tn
that country. The cattieg off of scme
£80,000,000 of trade in one diraction
and some $20,000,000 in the other wounld
mean practleally nothing to the greatest
commercial nation of the world. And
besldes thie, the trade with Ruesia la a
decreasing one In both ita branches, The
whent lmports are about nine millien
bushelr, and this deficit, or such part of
it as might be caused by & war, could
easily be filled by the United States
without any tremendous disturbance of
prices, Flux, It is said, ls the only Rus-
aian product the want of which wounld be
seriously felt In Ergland, her annual
import reaching' éver 100,000,000 psunds.
And as for the Eoglish produc's sent to
Rustia, coal and iron teke first rank
among these, and the Increased demsna
for both, consequent upon the breakiog
out of war, would more than compensate
the possible loss of Raoesia as s purchaser,
Ficvaunclially, of course, the advaotsge is
incomparably on the slde of England,
And In the only direotlon In which she
has had anything o fear she has already
taken adeqnate precautions. The first
movement of Roseia, ¢f coorse, would
Lbe to send armed cruisers to play
havoo with the immense interests of
her rival on the ocean. Ia this she
has been forestalled by the action of
England in ob'ainlog control of a num-
ber of the fastest veaeels on the sess, and
fitting them up with a l'ght armament.
The navy proper of England could attend
to lts own ailalee, while the swift steam-
ora would sweep the seas of sny armed
crulsers or privateers that might be sent
out in the Russisn Interest. The thrifty
Englishman has counted the chances of
war pretty carefully and strengthened
bimeelf in every eseential polnt, Aside
from the bare money cost of the under.
toking, always a conslderable item, it
seems that & war with IRossla could hard-
ly bring serious disturbance to her Indos.
trles or serious emdarrassment to her
world-wide commerce.

Peace between China and France has
not bseen resched yet, snd the Fremch
claim some successes in Tonquin In the
meantime. The lmportance of the war
to the fortunes of eastern Asia cannot be
overestimated. It bas shown that a Chi-
nesy army can defeat a European army,
and with her vast populstion and her
recklessness In the waste of human
life, the odds required for such a re-
salt are of no lmporlanca to the em-
plre. Besldes this, it has convinced the
government that railronds are Indlspen-
ssble to the protection of China. Here-
tofvre the fsot that no rallrond llne
could be conslructed without detecrsting
the small and countless temples to the
memory cf dead ancestors, with which
the country Is atudded, has been an In-
superable barrler to the adoptlon of rail-
road travel. But the regency seems to
have found some way of evading this
difficulty, as it apnounced that the coun-
try is to have rallroads,

A reform of some magnltade, though

erhaps mora striking than important, is
Ea!ug accomplished In the cinstitational
organism of Hupgary, The Hubpgarlan
upper house conala's of a very large num-
ber of born leglalators and a much smaller
number of members owlng their legisla-
tive right to m positlon In the higher
ranks of the church or the clvll sdminls-
tration, Every son of & magnate or lord
—that I8, of » nobleman of the rank of
baron and upwards—becomes 8 maguats
with full rlghts on sttaining his majority.
The present pumbir embraces many
hundreds.  Habituslly, however, the
house of msgnates Is frequented only by
nobles whose wealth and stauciog sllow
them them to sppear with diguity. The

oorer and less cultivated stay awsy,
com the necesslties of thelr various
oooupations or from & feeling
of luferiority. The abler among these
seek a field or political motlvity Io the
house of ripresentstives. The house of
magoates, in fact, but very seldom risss
to the helght of & co-ordinste branch of
the natlonal legislature. The barrenness
of lis deliberstions and the weakness of
its opporition to the will of the popuolar
branch, when elearly expresyed by s larie
wajority, have bacn speclally remarksble
slnce the restoration and reform of the
constitution of 1807. Ita composition

— e

baslong boen constdered as an anomaly in
theory, thongh one little felt in practlos,
Ita soform, though generally deslred,
was delayed, partly from apathy and part.
ly from tho apparent diffionly of achiay-
log Ituﬁnlmt the majorlty of the mag-
nates themsolvens,

Last year, however, when the more
conservative and atlatooratio portlon of
the magnates svoceeded In defestlng M.
Tisea's, the premier's favorits bill, ?egnl-
Izlog mixed marrisges botween Jewns and
Ohristlane, with tho ald of a large con-
tipgent of magnates who rarely appear
In thelr places, the goverament firmly re-
solved on carrylng out a vital reform. A
bill for the purpose wss introduced In
the hovse of ropresantatives, consider-
ably modified in the house of magnates,
subjected to & scompromise commitee, and
finslly carried through in the latter bouse,
and s now, aa altered, to go back to the
repretentativer, where It In sure of n
laege majority. The maln feature of the
re'orm ia the exclusfon from the ranks of
born leglslat-ra of all magnates paylog
leas than 3,000 floring In yearly taxes. A
number, however, will be elocted
members fer life by thelr happlor
follow.nobles, and =a farther num.
ber meay pget readmittence by
government appolntment, That the
bill trinmphed {8 owing In part, to
the self-Interest of the wealthier mag:
nates and the skilled mavcuvres of M,
Tisza, but chiefiy to the iufluence of the
majority, and the liberaltam «f many of
the victims of the change. The renovated
legialstlve branch is now expeoted to
become, in the true scnse of the word, a
houss of lords, more conservative snd
Independent, and conecious of its righta
and standing,

The Engllsh goveroment has rent a
rooret agent to Home to soond the Vati-
cun as to the pope's willlogness or un-
willingnees to glve the prince of Wales
an audlence. 'The agent has had several
interviewa with prelaten at the Vatican,
bat, though warmly recommended by
Uardical Maoning and other eosleslantleosl
dignitaries, It {s doubtful whether he
will succeed in his mlssion. The pope
only onoe departed from the rula not
to glve audience to forelgn princes
who visit King Humbert. Exception
was made In 1883 in favor of the Urown
Prince of Germany, But since then the
pope has become less acoommodating, and
that precedent la likely to be followed.

It is be'ieved that the Prince of Wales
would have a donble object 1n coming,
Firet, to arrive at an understanding with
the Vatican in regard to Irlsh bishops;
second, to perauade Italy to form an al
lHance with Eogland, Should he find It
Impossible to obtaln the desired audi.
euce the prince will aliandon the journey.

In the event of war between England
and Russis It {s not unlikely that serious
trouble will overtake the Brilish colonial
governments of South Afriea. Tho most
important pclitleal divisions adjoining
the Cape of Good Hape are Capo Colony,
Natal, the Orange River Free State, the
Teansvaal and Zululand. Of thess Zala-
land ls a native kingdom, the Orange
River Free State is an independent Dutch-
speakiog republlo, the Transvaal is
semli-independent Dutch-spesking repub-
lie, while Natal and Cape Colony are
largely Dutch-speaking, but are clcssly
united to Kogland as colonies with lib-
eral governmenta,

Throoghout the Cape linds, howaever,
there is a half developed feeliog of hos-
tility to Britlsh control. It Is fair to say
that the descendants of early Datch and
German settlers, while they do not con-
sider their present goveroment opprens-
ive, are not in cordlal sympathy with it.
They could not feel the drift of the age If
they did not share, in rome degree, the
inclination to aiopt political lines to the
boundarles of races. Ospe Colony bas
been uninterruptedly English aince 1806,
and, with temporary changer, alnce 1796
Before that it wes Datch, as far back as
16562

The new element In the Cape problem
Is the sudden, not to say theatrical, ad-
vent In the world's politlos of Princa
Blamarck’s eolonlal policy. During 1884
a territory oalled Great Namaqua Land,
lylng north of Ospe Colony on the At-
lantic coast, and extendlpg half way to
the mcuth of the Congo, was annexed by
Germany. Oa the eastern coast other,
and In some ways nearly as imporiant,
seizures of unoocupied terrltory have
been made by Prince Bismarck's sciive

pletely separating Cape Colony and Natal
from the ramainder of Africa.

Itis evident that the difficultles whica
lie in the way of suppresslog the Insur-
reotion on the Saskatchewan hsve not
been overcstimated, Gen, Middleton's
reverse In his fiis" engagement with the
Insurgents, putting the best phase upon
it, kas left him so crippled that he
ls unable to march further. Indeed, ac-
cording to the latest report, the domln-
ion foroes had received so severe a chesk
that they are now compslled to take up,
temporarlly at least, a defensive pos-
itlon, Mesnwhile the half bresds and
thelr Indian allles are greatly encour-
nged by the advantsges they have
clearly obtsined, A  Winnipeg dls-
patch sasys that the Indlans are
concenirating in great force west of
Batuetord, snd It is urged that all avail-
able troops should now bs sent in that
directlon, A decisive blow certalnly
sbould be qulckly strock, but there s
nothiug In the situation as developed
since the beginnlog of the outbresk to
warrant that the troops which the govern-
ment can command are able to secare
victory. As the ssaron advances and the
grass grows the flylng squadrons of half-
breeds and Indians will be likely to lead
thelr pursuers in a chase which will try
the resonrces of clvilized warefare to the
uttermost.
