Room traders were mostly bullish, and it was
sald the Vanderbilts were buying thelr prop-
erties. This accounted for their strengtih.
The advances, however, ‘were slight. Mis-
sourl Pacific churned up and down withigs
range of 1 per cent, and showed the elfects of
manipulation. Lackawanns, Jerssy Cen-
tral, and New England developed more
strength and advanced % o1l per cent.
Reading took an independent tack and
dropped % per cent, but remained nervous
and rallled slightly. St Paul was one of the
faw weak properties. Mr. Armour attributes
the decrease in earnings to the fact that farm-
ers along its line are not selling their graln,
but says that the expenses have been reduced
and the net earnings will show an Increase.
A rumor was afloat that the St. Paul was
making a cut rate of 22 cents per 100 pounds
on wheat from Minneapolls to New York via
