European Oables Blunt the Bdge of’

the Bull Movement.

ESTIMATES ON THE WHEAT CROP,

A Consideranly Easier Tone Prevalls
in Corn—Mora Doing in the Pro-
vision Plt—More Oattle
Than Necessary.

CHICAGO PRODUCE MARKETS,

Cmioaao, June 27, —[Special "T'elogram to
Tne Bep.|--The wheat market opened 1@
1lge off this morning, with trading around
Bl}{o for June, S00ga@80 40 for July, i8ije for
September and 0 @%0%e for December.
The edgo of the bull feeling was violently
blunted by weaker Europeun eables, due to
froe and general rains In southeru Hussia,
“removing all apprehensions of o erop fall-
ure. The boar feecling was fed further
through the day by “harvestor returns’ from
Kunsas and Missouri, giviog 25 and 81 bushel
yields pur aere.  Thoe gains in that quarter
reported yesterday do not appear to have
becen important, They have not Interrupted
the progress of harvesting, except loenily.
Reports from southern Illinois, southern In-
dinnn, Kentucky and Tennessee are coming
in most favorable. Advices from the north-
west continue to be confiictivg and contra-
dictory in the extreme.  From the very bost
sources it is learned that the crop Is o par-
tinl fatlure, and also that it s promis-
ing a big yield, Thero 18 reason to  be-
lieve that the “‘improvoment” moentioned in
80 many dispatchies and letters is from a
very low point. One wvery conservative
writer, after o lecture on the foolishness of
operating on the short spring whoeat crop
theory, says that the prospects are tine, nnd
thot thera should bo w “threequarter crop'
if conditions are malntuined. The Oregon
letter, quoted elsewhere, cannot be coustrued
a8 bullish, und neither can Pillsbury's esti-
mate of 60 por vent of an wyvernge crop in
Minnesota and Dakotn. On the other hand,
almost no bud reports are voming in from
the winter wheoat districts, Murray esti-
mutes that the winter wheat erop will be
00,000,000 bushels, and the totat about
455,000,000, Tune total may be right, but the
fAoal estimutes muy render o shifting of the
detal] Aigures necessary., The winter whoat
crop may be W50,000,000 bushels, and the
spring wheat less thun expectea, Th mar-
kat was very aclive, very aervous aid very
irrogulne from fivst to last,  July sold down
to 9o, reacted to S0ce, and broke to Tige,

It Hum ralliod to S0%¢ and broke in

It dkl npot seem us
t.hou;.'l)l the stroung bulls had turned tafl,
though the last weakness was probebly
canused by the gelling out of sonie good sized
lines of loug wheat.  The bears were aggres.
sive on the nine woather, the bright harvest
news from the winter wheat country eod on
easier private cables,  The mavket wos big
and broud,

The tone of corn was conside wably easier
to-duy, owing in a great measure to tha lower
aud less active wheat market, but alse duein
some degree to the peneral sbgeoce of rain
in such heavy guantities nnd the increase in
tempernture, ‘The demand for export is still
aetive nt the seabourd, but the elearances
yesterday were inconsiderable, due however,
it s elanped, to the searcity of vessel room.
Trading wos not very active, and the range
of prices, us usual, wns restricted Lo nureow
limits, = Closing prices show the following
comparisons with the finsl quotations yester-
day: June, 83540 lo-day, sgninst 358 ¢; July,
a5e and September SH@Usife, neainst 35 ¢
and Y650, respectively, yestorduy.
