It was recommended that
thia lot and the one at the Leavenworth
atrdal achiool be Improved by sloping, sodding,
foncing, otc., at a cost of 5 for the
Hornam streot sochool and 8028 for the
Loavenworth sohool, These Hgures ware
rough edthnates submitted by the saperin.
tetidont Of bulldings ns being about the
probable cost of the improvemonts,

Mr, Clarko called for an itemized atatoe-
ment of the repales to be made, and sald he
was opposed to apending 80 much money on
the school property. Ho sald the Webstor
atroet sohool was an example of the way the

board's money bad boen wasted. At that
ploce 1mprovements bhad  peen  made
which wore a disgrace to the board,
and he would oopposs any  pmors
expenditures of the kind.

Wehrer arose to remark vhat the Farnam
strovt school wias an  eyesora to that part of
the twwn and should be improved for the
sak6 of the reputation of the board.

Clarke wanted to know if Superintendent
of Builaings Woolley had made any esti-
mate of the cost of whe 'mprovement or just
& guoss at the coat,

Voolley stated that he had mado measure-
gwnu and estimates but had the figures at

oma.

Clarke: indignantly asked if any momber
would accept such an estimate from a me-
chanie.

Weblirer bobbed up again and defended
Woolley, and sald that if Clarke wans so anx-
fous for the details he could give them to
him himsolf. Hethought the gentlaman was
in n great hurry to oppose the improvement,
of tne grounds, and was only opposing it
through lack of knowledge of tho facts in
the case, He defled Mr. Clarke to find any
faolt with the Webster school. It was unfit
for use befgre the repairs were made, but
now It was all right,

~Thomutter was finally reforred back to
the superintendent of buildings and the com-
, mittee og buildings and property.
A lengthy communication was presented
from Henry Kuommerow, recommending
' that @t superintendent of calisthenigs be  ap-
pointed to have supervision of the gymunastio
exerciges in the schools. He submitted an
estimate of the apparatus required to carry
out his plan, costing 49, The matter
was referred to the committee on spoacial in-
struction.
