An iden of the Imporianee of the worle
will be had by considering that the
country records are now cncuinbersd by
woear lowd of useless paper govered by
verbinge.

Tho papor cannot even b sent to the
mill to bha ground over, a3 tho rocords
are of importance, and o vast wmount of
room is necessary 1o storo them,  hey
cannot be dumped into o vault, for they
nre necessary to consult dudly, and the
number of racks necessary to contain
thiam suggests that owing to the number
of finuneinl operations nowaduys, and
the probubility that they will continue
to grow, the entire court house will be
necessary to hold them before the epd
of another hadf century, 'U'his vorblage
is alsoan expensive relle of the olden
time, a8 an wrmy of transcribors  ja
noecessary to keap the records in shape.
It I8 also necessary oo retranseribe onee
ina contury, unless better papor and
indelible ink bo used, A conslderabla
number of copyists have been ot work
for months writing the records mado
previous to A, [ 1800, Whon it s uns
derstooid that the records of sevoral
yeoars after the borough of Pittslnirgh
wis incorporated  wers contulned inn
singly boole, nod  that at present the
record of o single day's transfors and
mortgnges might 01 a_ volume, the lms-
portance of brevity will bo  uniderstood
