Mibbes Culbortbon and Gray have a-

dilToront idea of this matter from what
Detective Cox has. They bay that while
Bomo of the remanded girls are taken
earoof by the Hong Kong missionaries ,
the most of them are retained possession
of by their purchasers , and when they
got back to China they are sold for the
Mime immoral purpose for which they
wore oxnorted to this citv.

"It beoms too bad , " bald Miss Cul-
bortbon

, of the Presbyterian mission , in

conversation with a liullotiii reporter ,

"that those girls have to bo bent back to
China , whore they will bo forced to lead
a degraded life , with little or no hope
of over escaping from it. In this coun-
try

, while they may bo forced to enter
houses of ill-fame , the chance of their be-
ing

rescued by the missions is much

greater than in China. For my part I
think tlio best plan would bo to turn
thorn all over to the missions in this city ,
to bo educated and Christianized , if pos-
bible.
