The monthly joint revort of City Engineer
Rosewantler and Chuirman Winspear of the
Boeard of Public Works, showing the condi-
tion of the asphalt paved sireets under the
repair contrunct with the Barbor Asphalt
company, was received,

A communication was roceived from the
conl deslers, Jeff W, Bedford's name not ap-
pearing, for the first time sinee the coal
license cases have boen occupying the atten.
