LINCOLN, June 18.—(Speclal 1o The Bee)
=IMputy Sherit Hughes of Hopkins, Mo,

is In the city today In search of three of the

smovthest conflidence men who have worked
in the west for some time. The names of
the smooth people mre not known, Lut thelr
vietim was Henrlk Holker, a wollsto-do
farmer lNving near the town of Hopkins.
From a son of Mr. Holker, who accompanles
the deputy sheriff, the following particulars

of the manner In which the strangers sccured
36,000 In gold were obtained:

Henry Holker owna 800 acres of lmproved
Iand and has for some time dosired to sell
and retire from active work, Last Tuesday
he was vislted by three men, who repre-
sented themaelves as western men in search
of a farm. ‘They were shown all over the
600 acres and loud In thelr flattering
comments upon the richness of the soll and the
extent of the Improvements. Flnally, after
hargaining for two or three days, the three
strangers agreed to take the farm at $40 per
acre, the whole price to be paid In cash.
After the deal had béan agroed upon they
expressed considerable fear that the farmer
would back out and refuse to give a deed
when (hey prosented tho cash, Th stated
that they wonld not have the money, which
was to be sent to them from n sister in Call-
fornia, for several days. The old man was
certain that he would give the deed when
thie money woas turned over. The three con-
fidenee men then proposed  that they wonld de-
posit $10.000 In a strong box and the farmer
should deposit 6,000, both ae o guirantes of

were

good faith. To convines the farmer that
they meant to do no wrong they agreed
thiat he ghould retaln all the money in his

possession, The old man agresd.

The strangers secured a two-seated rig at
Hopkins and drove out to the farmer’'s hougse.
He returned Lo town and went to the bank
and borrowed 4,700, part of the amount
from tha bank and the Dbalance from a
merchant. The odd $200 he had with him.
The strangers furnished the box and the
farmer put Iin his $5.000 and the three men
a bundle of what geemed to be bank notes,
Then -they all started for the farm, where
the okl man was to retaln the box with the
$15,000, On the way back they mel a friend
who waa very drynk—so drunk that they
feared the man would meet gome disaxter
It left alone. They asked the farmer |f he
would take the box and go on home afoot
while they took their friend back to towmn.
The farmer woulid and did. That was the
lagt he ever saw of the three strongers and
gradually it dawned upon him that he had
been swindled, He broke open the strong
box and found that his money had changed
into dross. There were threc chips In the
box and that was all, The strangers hal
two boxes, and while In the buggy had ex-
changed them.

The c¢ase was put In the hands of the
deputy sherif and with young Holker the
pursuit was taken up. The three men wero
followed to Nebraska City and then to Lin-
coln. Last Friday they feidl their team at
Rawlings' barn and the next morning dis-
appeared, Shoriff Hughes this forenoon sent
& description of the men to officers In all
parts of Nebraska, and It |8 belleved that
they will finally be captured.
