GOTHENBURG, Neh, Jan, 17,
The direciora of the Lincoln and
county Irrigation district mot here yosterday
for the purpose of selling $275000 worth of
district bonds, as advertised, and to contract
for the vopstruction of the same. A oum-
ber of prominent contractors wers presont
to bid on the work, Lut the bids for the
bonds were limited to the bid of I, E, Doty
of David City, who bid 05 cents on the dol-
lar, His bid for the consiruction of the
canal was §% cents per yard for the upland
and 104 pents for the bottom land, or an
average of about 8% cénts per cuble yard for
the grading, and $32 per 1,000 for the lumber
In Lridges and fAumes. Rushart & Co., of
Omahn, bid 5 and & cents per cubue yard for
the grading In excavation and embankment.
The bonds were sold to 1. E, Daty, who
was awarded the contract to construct the
cannl, ns per his LI,

Mr, Kittell of North Platte was awarded
the positlon of chiel engineer, Sturnegk of
thia city areistant, while Channel of Kearney
will do the drafting and offles work. The
work will begin as soon as arrangements can
be made to get the machinery and material
on the grounds for its construction, and will
be pushied to completion as soon as possible.
In sixty days they will be working all along
the line.  The maln caoal is fAifly-slx miles
long and about 115 miles of laterals, and
Its capacity s 460 cuble feet ol water per
eecond, which is caleulated to irvigate 40,000
acres of land, the amount of land In the
district.

The atorm sighal was holsted lnte Saturday
night oa an order from the Chicago weather
olll¢e, Forecaster Cox of that statlon pre
Micting severe winds and a atorm of snow
The cold wave flag was hoisted yesterday
mornlng on account of telegrams having been
recelved, Indicating thar the temperaturs
would fall twenty degrees or more belore
this morning. This fall will bring the tewn-
peratire down to some ten degrecs above
the zero polnt,

Iea dealers and foo cutters halled with oy
the holeting of the cold wave flag, as they
realize that If the cold weather conlinues
for o few (days severnl hundred men will he
put to work harvesing the annual crop of
lee.

The local weather office received another
telegram from Prof. Cox of Chicago yestor-
day afternoon at 4:20, in which it stated
that the cold wave approaching would be
very severs, The night reporia from the ob-
servations  points, howaver, did not show
much geverity except at Chlcago, where the
wind was reporied as blowing at the rate
of aixty-four miles an hour.

The speed of the wind at other polnts
was reported as follows: Des Molnes, thirty-
four; Davenport, thirty-six; Detroit, thirty-
eight; Bl Paso, (thirty: Blsmarck, forty; St
Puul, thirty; Rapld Civy, thirty-six; Dodge
City, thirty-six; North Platte, thirty-four.
