MINORITY RESORTS TO FLIRUSTERING

Exciting Scenea of the Fifiy=first
Congresas Are Ne-enacted, Delays
ing the Naval Approprin-
tlon WL,

WASHINGTON, March 25 —The stirring
seonea of the Fifty-first congreas, when
mambers of the minority were charging down
this nlsles protesting against the rullngs of
Speaker Meed, were recalled today In the
turbulent protests made by the minority
against the ruling of the chalr during the
consideration of the naval approprintion bill

The ruling In effect compelled members to
confine thelr remarks under the five-minute
rile to the subject before the house, and
was made agalnst Mr, Hartman (sliver rep.,
Mont.), who attempted to make a politieal
speech,

The rullng was denounced as a usurpation
and appeal after appeal was taken. When
all else falled every expedient was resorted
to to bleek progress with the bill. As a re-
sult but four pages were disposed of.

Betore the bill was taken up for amend-
ment Mr. Foss (rep., Ill.), & member of the
naval committee, made a general speech in
advocacy of the policy of Dbullding up a
stronz and powerful navy.

Mr. Bartholdt (rep., Mo,) =ald that some
Buropean papers and their echoes In this
country sald that the foreign-born citizens
of this country would be a menace to the
United States In case of war with a forelgn
country. He resented this In the stronmest
possible manner. The flag of the United
States was the flag of its adopted cltizens,

Mr. Hartman created the diversion which
caused the blocking of business during the
rest of the day by deliveriog a five-minute
apeech, satirizing the republlean party, and,
when, viider cover of a seconid pro forma
amendment, he attempted to proceed, Mr,
Houtelle called him to order,

He madle the point that Mr. Hartman's
remarks were not pertinent to the amend-
ment.

A lively wrengle followed, when the chair
sustalned the point of order.

After the debate oo appeal had run for
an hour, Mr. Houtelle moved to cloze the
debate.
