notably In the rural sections.

The socialists will contest & number of
these clections.

LACK DEFINITE NEWS FROM SHAFTER

Unly Dlepateh Mecelved  from the
Front Says the Battle Is Golng On,
but Mentions Nothing of the
Progress Nelng Made,

WASHINGTON, July 2

dny of almost unpuralleled suspense and
naxlety. From Preésident MeKinley down

Just at the close of the day the first hit
of Information coming directly to oMcials
renched the president and Seoretary Alger
It war a private dupatch not primarily in-
tended for them, although it eame through
officinl channels.  Priefly and expressively
it told the story of n day of terrific fight-
Ing. It was direct from the feld of nction
and war o= Jnte as 4 poomo T4 stated (hat

on

the engagement had  been  In progress
throughont today; that the dead and
wounded were being enrried to the rear

nnd that the American losses were heavy,

The exact wording of the dispnich was
not made known, but one of the high oM-
cinls who rend it sald {t conveyed to him
the ldea of extreme tenxion and of a battle
In which the flercest elements of warfare
prevalled

Until this came the offcinls were posi-
tively without a word as to whether the
rugngement begun yesterday was continuing
tolday. They could only speculate, some tak-
ing the view that the assnult of yestorday
had been followed today by a storming of
the city itself; others maintaining that Gen-
ernl Shafter's troops, sponl with the terrible
strain of vesterday, had paused today long
enough to clear the field of I8 dead and
wonnded.

It was only hy this brief private message,
which under ordinary clreumstnnees would
have recelved Hitle attention, that the pres-
ident nnd his advisers wers made aware
that the battle was still in progress and
still without definite issue. As it was, the
few words relleved the susperse, but not
the anxlety. It made known only that the
fight was golng on.

Vietory Not Expeoted Yet,

One of the oflieinls who read it sald it
conveyed suech Information as could be ex
pocted, but he sald he bhad not expected n
victory yvet. DBut others were far less hope
ful in their views. That the battle was
still raglng meant thal our men wers pass-
ing through a fearful ordeal, having been In
actlon now practically for thirty-six hours,
The mere fact that the dispateh did not
ehronicle n decisive advaninge by the Amer-

fean force wps construed by some offlcials
ug ominons,
So for oz oflicinl dispaiches were con-

corned there was no infortaation bearing on
the situntion at Santiszo Secrotary Al
gor sald at the close of oMee hours he had
not received o word from General Shafter;
Seerctary Long salil at the same hour thit
nothing bad come from Admiral Sampsgon
und in particular the seeretary of the navy

dismigsed as groundless the rumor thut
word bad reached him that Morro castle
had been  demolished by the American
squadron,

General Miles was similarly without nd-
vieea, At 3 o'vlock he Joined Secretary Al-
ger in the latter's offlce and the two con-

ferred for a long li]lu‘ on the military situ-
atlon. Neither the "secretary nor the com-

manding general underestimates the great
task before thg American army, with an
enemy well entrenched In froot of them,

with Cervera's guns pouring shot and shell
luto our lues and with the possibility that
Spanish reinforcements have now swelled
the ranks of the enemy untll they are
greater than the combined forces under the
American milltury commander,

Bul all that the government In Washing-
ton can do is being done and done quickly.
The great issue remains for General Shafter
and hig forces to work out to o conelusion,
His call for o lurge force of medical ofMeers
was quickly responded to. The Thospital
ship Helief, which left New York today, was
given orders before salling to stop on s
wiay sonth at Fortress Monroe, where the
extra force of surgeons will board it.

AT WAR DEPMITMENT,
Fingerly Awniting Newn from  the
Second Days Fighting nt Santingo,
WASHINGTON. July 2.--The profoundest
voncern thramghout military and oMolal clr-
cles, marked the opening of the second day
upnn which the battle of Santingo 18 being
fought The desperate charactar of the
flehting s now fully known to the War de-
partment, The Informition la in addition to
the reéport mude hy . General Shafter last
midnight, when he roughly cstimated his
casunlties as above 400, Later reports, ofM-
cinl and direct from the Beld, indichte that
this cstimnte was far oo low, General
Shafler had not, up to 11 o'clock this morn-
Ing, placed any exact fgure on hia loss, but
he made it clear that his first estimate at
400, was much short of the actual loss. The
Atsocinted Press dispatches from the Aeld,
giving the casualties at about 1,000, 18 In
Hine with General Shafter's Iater Intimation,

although, as stated, he has set no figure.
The milltary authorities were alert early
