BICYULES IN CIHIINA,
Another Innovation  Invades
Celestinl Emplre.

The Bureau of Foreign - Commerce nt
Washingion has issued advance sheels of
certnln consular reports  from Norway,
Chinn, and Corea that will prove valuanble
for exporters of bicycles, Incldentally the
reports alko give the geueral reader much
curious Information sbowing how the bi-
cycle ls penetrating the most out of the way
corners of the world., Norway s not exactly
such a corner, but one is ruther surprised to
learn thot even this rugged and rain-washed
land mansges Lo use the ublguitous wheel
with incrensing enthusiasm Consul
al Hergen says that bicyeles are in peneral
use in that bordertand of the midoight sun,
the machines coming in about equal pum
bors from CGermany and from the Uoited
States, Ther ¢ Iwo firms that manufac-
ture eyveles at Christlanin, but the imported
michines are the favoriles, despite the duty
ol §% vach. "

But it Is in Ching and Corea that the ad-
vent of the wheel seems most curlous, Uns
th last year few wheels had found thelr way
even lvto the open ports of the Celestinl
emplre, but now the fud has become nlmast
univeraal among the foreiguers in all towne
where eycling s possible, Consul Goodnow
&t Bhaughal states that soclety there is
domionted by the outdoor-loving English
mun, and wheel riding 18 now taking the
place of walking and horseback riding. Few
Chinese have an yel taken to the wheel,
their clothing belvg @ deckded lmpediment.
But some young Chinamen have sucoumbed
to the fascinating machine in spite of
thelr queues and petticost costumes. When
they ride they elther leave this ouler
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garment off eniirely or turn It up and fasten
It at the walst. They also fasten their long
queve at thelr waletbhands., Thelr troumers
are l“l\l{ and full and baggy, much ke the
divided skirts warn by women In the Unlted
Rtotes, and they always have to ride with
a chain guard to keep these from entohing
afid tearing. No Chinese women ride The
conaul emphatically denles 1he newspaper
reports that any Chinese woman has yet
been gullty of seandalizing her nation by a
publie appearance of such a daring and (m-
plous nature,

No wheels are made in China, nor are they
lkely soon te be, The Chinese have
mechanienl ability, Furthermore, they have
no roads In our sense of the term.  Through
out the empire there are only narrow paiths
for the pedesirlan or horseman, seldom
wide enough  even for a Jinrickshy  and
“practically impossible for wheeling.' These
piaths nre supposed to be maintalned by the
owners of the abutting land, but the latter
usually encroach on the road to the farthest
possible limit, s=0 as to galn the =pdce for
cultivition, Only the roads bullt by the
forclgners fmmediately around the lurger
sottlements are passabve for wheeling.
Under the nfluence of the apen commercial
doora that have followed the Japanese war
the cause of good roads and of the bleyels
may be expected to lnvade even darkest
Chinn in time.

The more graceful and lighter American
wheels have the preference over ropean
machinesamong Shanghal purchasers. There

But the journey of grentest Intercsy woes
from the mines of the Jurigun Iron com-
pany at Firmeza. This enterpriging and
important eompany s the first of three or
more American firms which have exploited
the mineral resources of Cubn. A before
mentioned, its wharf or Iron pler les across
a small cove of the inner bay of Santiago
de Cuba and due south of the city. The
company mansion, “'La Cruz," is bullt on n
high promontory, some two miles from the
provinclal eapltal, surrounded by fHowers
and groves of banamas, palms and pine-
apples. Every breeze that etirs s caught
at this lovely spot, destined very likely
to be used very goon by United States ar-
tillery, From bere the entire inner bay
can be commanded, as well as the city.

The rallway runs first southeast, then
south and finally southwest and west around
the base of the elevated land forming the
eastern shore af the harbor, guarded by El
Morro. It strikes the coast first at Apun-
dores, which, If topography may be trusied
and Spain's soldiers are what they have
heen, 1s sure to be the scene of a bloody
battle in the near future, if, indeed, It has
not already been such before these words
appear In print., Crossing the mouth
the little Rio Sun Juan at Its junction with
the sea, the rallway skirts the Caribbean
sea for seven miles to Siboney, crossing
there o lagoon In which a calman (or alli-
gator) s supposed to lie in wailt for strang-
erd, The view of the sea along this soon
to become historic coast Hne Is magnificent
From Siboney the steep ascent of the moun-
talns beging following up the valley of the
little Rie Carpentiro, or rather west of the
crest line, between this and the little Rio
Juragua, to the scttlement of Firmezn, The
scene changes completely from the cosst
during these fow miles of steep hill, and
were It not for the heat and the southern
veogetatlon one might almost lmagine one-
self in w spur of the Alleghenles. It is
also interesting to note that the writer was
able to establish by observations made dur-
ing the journey next to be described that
Lhis resemblance ls not merely superficial,
but that the underlylpg rocks of this great
island are the same as those which make
up our own Appalachians,

He aleo expressed the bellef that future
investigations would show that Puerto Rico,
Santo Domingo, Haltl, Jamsica and the
Windward islands were part of the same
great earth movement which diverted the
nxls  of the Appulachinus—or rather a
branch of It—to the epst and incloged the
Caribbean os an inland sca.
