Judging from the number of children
one sers awheel in every direction, mostly
striving to master full-fledged  machines

over-exertion, is Httle realized by parents.
1f a parent permits an inexperienced child
to ride a bievele, over which it has imper-
foet control, in frequentod rondways, he Is
respongible for the infant’s bLlynders when
they result in Injury to others, or he ought
to be, for the baby bicyelist in his increas-
ing numbers s becoming & real svource of
danger.

The modern rider Is more or less to blame
It his machine breaks asunder, for such a
calamity  will  happen only to the very
worst made of bieyeles, unlega, imdeed, the
machine has previously been badly damaged.
Sido slip may oceur to the best rider in the
world when the roads nre greasy, and this
fg par excellencs the bugbear to be guarded
agalnst. Naturally, nobody should ever lose
control of his machine, bhut once control of
it has been lost the rider should strive to
keep calm, retaln his prescice of mind and,
if he be consting, gradually to grip the tire
tightly between his heels. Dy this means
he will be able to lessen the speed consid-
erably and often end by bringing the ma-
chine almost to a standstill

A Cleveland fovenlor has patented a de-
viee for adjusting the handlebar wlille the
wheel I8 in motlon. A lever affixed to the
top of the bar post operates a pin by which
the bar is held at the desired position, and
it may be eagily worked by the rider with-
out dismounting. The inventor clalms thal
it Is a slmple device, alwayvs solid in posl-
tion, and ciannot get out of order.

“Wind while you walt,” is the motto of
an Ohlo man who has invented a slot ma-
chine for filling bleycle tlres. Tn operation
the bleyele wheel 1s first placed In posi-
tion and the tire connected to the pump.
A coin being then dropped Into a slot acls
upon a locking lover to release a plug valve,
which may then be turned by band engage-
ment of an outside lever so as to connect
the tire and the pump. A locking arm I8
alzo connected with this lever and is moved
thereby to clasp and lock the wheel in place.
When this locking arm s thrown back to
relense the wheel after the tire has been
inflated, the valve is closed and the valve-
locking lever drops into place, preventing
the valve from opening until another coin
bas been Inserted.

Since the contracis
have been let for the bulldiug of the grand
stinds and bleachers, the work has gone on
uninterrupted and this woek the surface will
be put on the track., The stonds and the
amphitheaters will be finished by July 7.
They will have a scatlpg capacity of over
7,000 people, while the bleachers, which will
extend over half woy around the track, swill
senl twilce as many more.
