SPANISH OFFICERS PLEASED

Cervern and His Companions Praise
the Treatment They Have
Neceived,

WASHINGTON, July 21.—After Admiral
Cervera sud the craws of his ruined Spanish
ships arrived In this country Emllo M.
Castlllo, president of the Spanish Benevo-
lent soclety of this c¢ity, obtained from
President MceKinley permlssion to pay a
visit to the prisoners. Mr, Caslillo was
born in Bpuin, but has been a cltizen of the
Unlted States since 1886, He has just re-
turned after a day's vislt at Annapolls. He
recalved courteous treatment from Admiral
McNalr, and had conversations with Ad-
miral Cervera and his offlcers. After ex-
plaining to n reporter that the purpose ol
his visit was to offer such ald as the Span-
ish officers might necd, Mr. Castillo said:

“Admiral Cervern and his officers ex-
pressed great gratitude for the generous
treatment of the American government.
Nothing that could add to their physical
comfort has been omitted.”

Mr. Castillo sald that the view that the
Spanish fleet was outelasged prevalled among
Cervera's officers, while the ships lay in
Santisgo bay. "There was always a short-
age of conl,” Mr.  Castillo, sald, “They
could not jojure the American fleet, because
they came out of Suntirgo harbor in single
file, Kach ship was pounded as It came
out,"

Mr. Castillo sald the Bpanlsh government
had sent a draft for $60,000 for the expenses
of the men in this country, and that the
money 18 now avallable,

“Admiral Cervera's figures show that
twenty of his officers were lost. He hos
learned that one who was reported as miss-
ing has turped up st Santlagos.''

Bends a Very Tart Order to Admiral Bampson
to Hurry Up,

IS UNABLE TO UNDERSTAND THE DELAY

Imperatively Neceasary that Naval
Forve and Genernl Miles Shounld
Reach Porto Mico Ahend
of Genernl Wilson,

WASHINOTON, July 21.—Presldent Mo-
Kinley iz thoroughly aroused aver (he delay

which hns ocourred (n the starting of General |

Miles and the expedition under his command
for Porto Rleo.
Milew and bis troops have been aboard thelr
transports at Playa del Este awalting the
naval convoy which Ia to be furnished by
Admiral Samipsgon, The troops have been
eweltering in the erowded ships under the
brotling heat of a tropleal sun, while Gen-
eral Miles has been ohafing under what he
beldeves to be Inexcusable delay, and is bom-
barding the War department with dispatches
urging In the strongest terms that the navy
be hurrled In Its preparations for the ex-
pedition. lostructions of the most positive
nature have been enbled to Admiral Sampson
to supply the necesary convoys for General
Miles' transports, but notwithstanding these
Ingtractions Admliral Sappson has proceeded
with his preparations for the expedition with
A dellberation that |8 exasperating to officials
here.

The president, who has becn glving the
Porto Rican expedition his personal atten-
tion, finally became deeply concerned lest
the part of the Porto Rican expedition that
has nlready salled from this country should
arrive at the polut of rendezvous in ad-
vance of CGeneral Miles and the navy., It
Ie feared that if General Wilson’s command,
which sailed yesterday from Charleston,
should arrive In advance of General Miles
and the naval convoys serlous danger and
possibly disastor might result, as General
Wilson's ships are absolutely without pro-
tection. The distance from Charleston to
Porta Rico 1g over 1,300 miles, while from
Playa del Este to Porto Rico Is about 700
miles, The comparative dlstances which
General Wilson and General Miles have to
travel to repch the polint of rendesvous are
rendered the more neatly equal, however,
by reagon of the fact that the formor bas
more than a full day's start.

Orders Admit of No Delny,

Fully appreclating these facts and realiz-
ing the necessity for prompt actlon in get-
ting General Miles and his Cuban expedition
started, President McKinley this morniug is-
sued personal orders, through the secretary
of the navy, to Admiral Sampson that he
should proceed Immediately to Porto Rico
with General Miles. The president’s orders
are susceptible of no misconstruction. They
are imperative to a degree seldom employed
except In cases of extreme emergency. They
are of the sort that will brook no delay In
their execution, Admiral Sampson must
start at once or the president himself will
know the reason why.

No Lack of Naval Assistance,

The Navy department tonight made puhb-
lic the following statement:

Admiral Sampson telegraphs this after-
noon 1o the secretary of the navy that
there has bheen no delay in furnishing ample
convey to Genernl Miles. A day or two
ago the Cincinnati and New Orleans were
both pluced at his disposal. The Columbia
and Yale, carrying troops, are both power-
fully armed, says the admiral's telegram,
and this s an ample convoy for his ex-
pedition. and to effect: his landing. The
Aunapolis, Wasp and Levden had been or-
dered from Nipe, the Gloucester also added
and the thpee monitors ordered from Tampa.
Undor these clreumstances there certalnly
has been no lack of naval assistance. If
General Miles preforred to walt the delay
was his own, However, in further angwer
lo his request, the Massachusetts and’ Dixle
were also added' this morning #nd he has
probably started.

This stutement shows that General Miles
will be backed In effecting his landing on
Porto Rlcan soil by a strong squaedron of
the navy. In addition to the vessels named
in the statement, it is ofcially admitted
for the first time that the powerful mon-
Itors, Terror, Amphitrite and Puritan, which
have heen at Key West, are under orders
to proeded to Porto Rico to asslet in the
reduction ‘of the Spanigh forces there. It
is known algo, to be likely, Indeed, it is’
probable, that still other vessels of Admiral
Sampson’s fAest will participate in the re-
ductlon of the fortifications of San Juan.
This was indlecated clearly by Secretary
Long's statoment this afternoon, concern-
ing the sailing of Commodore Walkdon's
eastern squadron, In the course of ‘his
statement, the pecretury sald the eastern
squadron would be “sent to Spain later,
when the Porto Rican campaign permits.””

It geems clear that at least some of the
vessels will be used In the bombardment
of the principal Porto Rican city.

STILL WAITING FOR ORDERS

Soldiers at Chickamaungn Reandy to
Start When the Word is
Given Them,
CHICKAMAUGA PARK, July 21.—Owing
to a delay In Washingion In completing
plans for the Porto Rican expedition, delny
in the departure of General Miles, or gome
other cause, not etated here, General Brooke
has not yet stated what regiments are to
ba sent out from here, or when they will
go. General Halnes' brigade, under orders
to move, did nol get oul thls morning, as
was expected, but may go tonight or tomor-
row. The three regiments are in complete
readiness to move and are only awalting the
necepsury order. There I8 a growing im-
pression here that CGeneral Brooke desires
to take his entire First corps with him to
Porto Rico. This corps Is well equipped,
well trained and in every way ready for
sorvice. This corps in (ts entirety was or-
dered sometime ago to prepare to £o to
Porto Rieo, but leter It was slated that
only two divislons would be seunt. Aeccord-
ing to the present report, General Brooke
ls endeavoring to convince the War depart-
ment that it would be best to send the
whole corps, even If some ol the other com-
munds named for the expedition must be
left behind. His wishes in this respect are
doubtless caused by his familinrity with the
corps and the confidence he has in it. Or-
ders desigpating the regiments to go are

expected hourly,
