Alfred John Monzon was al
favorite In London soclety. He Is the
grandson of Houn. and Hey.

#on, ANMth son of the second Lord Monson.

After belng graduated at Oxford he be-
came a tutor o Coell Hambrough, o wealthy
young wap whose lifle was insured for §100,-
000 in Mrs. Monson's favor, us security for
& debt due ber busband. Mongon and Ham-
brough lessed & shooting box at Ardlamont
Beotland, and shortly after thelr arrival
in Ardlamont, In August, 1803, Humbrough
woent out in a boat with Monson 4nd from
somme Apexplleable cause the boat saunk, but
It occupants got safely ashore. The next
morning Hambrough went out rabbit shoot-
ing nnd lost his Ife by receiving a charge
of shot In bhis hend. Monson was arrestid,
but the trial, which lasted ten dnys, re-
sulted in the Scoleh verdict of “‘not proven.”

COLORADO SPRINAGS, July 21.—<At the
Nutional Institute of Teachers In the Indian
schoole In sezsion here there are o number

altogether one of the most Intetesting ever
held by these teachers. There are nearly
oD persons In attendance. Among them
are n few Indians who have taken up the
work of educating and clvilizing thelr own
ree

One of these pative teachers
Echo Hawk, n beautiful Pawnoee
dinplays gold Nlling In her teeth
emiles Pleture n slim gracefnl figure at-
tired In a dainty bine check gingham dress
trimmed with white lace, small feet shod
In pointed kid shoes tipped with patent
leather; an oval distinetively Indian face:
tnteéd coppery complexion; brownish black
eyes that express a fathomless depth of ten-
derness.  This (= Maud Echo Hawk, an up-
to-date Indian malden who makes her own
clothes and knows how to concoct erenm
tarts, mince ples and ever #0 many other
clvilized things to ruln the digestion of her
future husband. =

She has such a sweet romantle name, sug-
gestive of caverns and mountailn  crags
and cataracts, that It seems a shame to civ-
Hize her, In her the untamed sblood of her
forefathers bas wot beecw entirely subdued
In wpite of the ecivilizing process she has
been put through =ince she was taken away
from her father's wigwam as a lttle girl
and placed in the Carlisle Indian school.

Miss Echo Hawk is now 29 years old and
she has had moany advantages, tnt she savs
that she sometimes longs to go back to her
people. When asked If she would ever go
back to ber natlon and be married; the tint
of brown cheeks deepened and she smiled
bashfully. The question confused her and
ghe said in her qualntly accented English
that she did not know, but ghe dropped her
eyes and a dreamy look came Into them as
ghe played with a Httle ring on the third
finger of her left hand.

This young girl s the head senmstress
In charge of the sewing department of the
Hope Indian school at Springfield, S, D.
After a course at Carlisle she was trans-
ferred to the Lincoln Instltute at Philadel-
phta, where she gradunted. She has poid
a few brief visits to her father, who is o
chief among the Pawnees in Oklahoma., Her
people treat her respectfully, but the women
turned up thelr noses at her broad sleeves
the last time she was there and she was
eriticlsed a good deal because she could not
split wood., As n tencher she carns $36 a
month and boards herself.

Some Veternn Tenchers,

Attending the ingtitute ware men and
women who have devoted the best vears of
thelr Jives to the work of teaching the
younger geuneration of Indians to adapt
themselves to civilized conditions, They
have lived for vears among these children
of the forest far away from thelr friends,
cut off from the things which educated peo-
ple enjoy; they have seen the aboriginal
American in 81l his moods and under all
conditions, yvet not oune who was consulted
but declared that the Indians are not only
capable of becoming thrifty, aducated, tem-
perate, worthy eitizens of this enlightencd
nation, but that a large majority of those
who have had a fair opportunity have be-
come excellent cltizens, These teachers also
declare that the londinns are increasing rap-
idly In numbers, which they mention as a
proof that the race is better adapted to clv-
Ilized environment than to the precarious
life of nomads.

A. H. Viets, who has been superintendent
of the Cheyenne Indlan seliool at Darling-
ton, Okl., for elght years, says that the
Indinns are rearing larger families now
than they did twenty-flve or fifty years ago
and that a much larger percentage of the
children lve to maturity,

“Glve an educated Indian half a chance,”
gald Mr, Viets, “and he will get nlong. I
have often made the proposition that if the
government will provide employment at
even §10 a month to all the graduntes of
my school who are willing to return I will
guarantee that nearly all of them will stay
with me,

“I have five places for men at §10 a month
to work In the harvest field and there
were fifteen applications from young men

who had left the school.™
“I think that may be truthfully sald of
all returned students,”  remarked . H.

Agbury, superintendent of the Yakima
agency, In the state of Washington, who
wis a party to the discussion.

It was the opinion of nearly all the
teachers that Indian boys and girls have
about the same faults and the game virtues
that are common to all children.

gald. In answer te a guestion that white
boys have none the hest of red boys when
It comer 1o uring tobacco:

“Indian  boys and girls, teo, for that
matter,” sald Mr, Commons, *“are taught
to smoke cigarettes before they are woenned.,
1 have often eecn a mother put a lighted
clgarette in the mouth of a Mitle pappoose
which she was carrying on her bock.

“Well, yes—Iit seeme 1o agroe with the
children to smoke, but 1 don't know as I
would like te be quoted on that polnt.*

Tenacher from Nebrasks,

Misa Ella Worden, who hag been lsolated
for twelve years at the S8antes agency, in the
northern part of Nebraska, i8 a brave young
woman who loves to help the Indians. She
is in charge of about thirty men and boys.
Her youngest pupll 18 seventeen years old
and her oldest ls nearly forty, Her depart-
ment Is @ part of the Santee misslonary
school conducted under the auspices of the
American Missionary soclety of the Congre-
gatlonal church.

Migx Worden spends her days all alone
with her savage pupils, bul she bus no more
fear of them than If they were e chil-
dren,

“They very qulckly discover whether vou
love them,” said Mis Worden, “and If you do
they will be a8 submissive ag lembs, In my
experience of twelve years none of my pupils
ever offended me. These blg fellows ore
genorous and chivalrous at henrt,

*1 believe that Indiaus are more easily
munaged than whites,” declared Misg Wor-
den judiciously. “Indian girls are sweel and
lovable and they are quick to appreciate the
superior advantages of women In civillzgation.
In our schools, of course, we teach religlon,
pod 1 find that my puplls make enrnest
Christians.

SOVEREIGN'S NEW SILVER PPARTY.
Orgnnized ns n Secret Soclety with

Headgnarters In Arknnsns,

BUTTE, Mont., July 21.—(8pecial.)—=The
great new sliver organization, the National
Order of Mohawks, vromises to awecomplish
much for the cause, J. R, Soverelgn, e¢x-
grand master workman of the Knights of
Labor and grand chief of the order, who
arrived in Butte last night, sald =0 and he
ought to know, for he has been connected
with natlonnl orgaunlzations for a good many
yeare, The objects of the Mohawks are the
free colnuge of sllver and other reforms,
Its principles are public property, but there
nre benevolent features which are seml-
geeret,  Mr, Soverelgn told a reporter whiat
the new soclety expects to do. “The Mo-
hawks.'" he sald, “was originally organized
In Arkansas in 1888, but did not become a
national societv until about seven mounths
ago. A conventlon was held in Chicago
week before last and there were delegates
present who represented 28,000 members. In
Buffalo, N. Y., there are 5,200 members and
gold men are strong In that eity, At the
primaries there on June 2 the assoclation
wa# strong enoygh to snow under every gold
mun on the ticket, We did the same thing
at Hanover, N. Y. We haven't lost a po-
litieal fight yet. We bave the most porfect
organization, 1 think, in this countmy.*

Mr. Soverelgn sml!led and  continued:
“No, we will not organize here. We are |
doldg our work in the doubtful states and
you are all silver men. We do not affilinte !
with any political party, but we are friendly
to those who favor sllver and we are op-
posed to entangling alliances."”

Mr. Boverelgn was asked f his soclety
propnsed to nominate men for office,

“Oh, no,"” he answered, “we do not,
It 18 alwavs easy to have sllver men to
vote for when there are any Mohawks |
about., The present war might hurt silver
slightly for a time, but eastern men 1 have
spoken with sald it would not amount to .
anything. The order {8 endorsed by such
prominent sllver men as Jones, Towne,
Stowart, Butler, Taoller, Hartman, Norton,
Pettigrew and the great silver advecate,
Bryan.
