More Stnmp Rulings.

The Treasury department has defined the
term “'broker’ as used In the recent inter-
nal revenue law and holds that it menang n
man who in the course of business negoti-

utes purchases or sules of stocks, bonds,
notes, warrants or other securitfes, and it
is not necessary that this be his gole oc-

cupation for him to be subject to the tox.
The exemptions granted to co-operative
building and loan associations I8 confined
to the stock: and bonds lssued by such ns-
soclations, and therofore does not relleve

them from the stamp tax on checks, mort-
gages and other instruments issued by
them.

The ordinary chureh or Sunday school en-
tertainment and amatear performances
glven without any hired performers for the
benefit of church or benevolent socletics do
not, in the opinion of the commissioners,
come under the head of “public exhffbitions'
and are not subject to the tax.

July Tax Collections,

The city tax collections for the month of
July amounted to $268,215.62, This brings
the sum total of the 1808 levy collected to
$433,775.60. The amount of colleciions in
May were $33.378.16 and in June $132,181.22,
This leaves o balance of nearly $350,000 siill
unpaid and uncollected, as the total levy
for the year amounted to $793,188.47.

Proportionately to the amount of the levy,
the tax collecilions this year show up better
than a year ago. The collections during the
months of May, June and July Iin 1897
amounted to $513,600.72, but the total tax
was $040,461.1%. In 1896 the coilections for
the same three months equalled $440,275.38,
on a total tax levy of $741,962.40.

JIMMY LINDSAY AT IT AGAIN

Tongh Pugilist
Exposition Ganrds and Gets the
Waorst of 1t

Yeosterdny morning séveral wshots fired
In rapld succossion near the Twentleth
sireel gate  at the exposition grounds
aroused the guards from their slumbers, and
on investigation they found ome of Lhelr
comrndes, Willlam Carter, engaged In a
scufMe with Jimmy Lindsay, the pugllist,
Lindeay had a revolver and the guard was
unarmed Ar four of the guards closed In
on the struggling palr Lindsay fired soveral
shots at them. After a struggle Lindsay
was disarmed and taken to the city jall.
Lindsay's version of the story Is that he
left his home at Seventeenth and Madison
streets, to go to Twenty-fourth street for
medicine for his wife who had been taken
1 very suddenly He applied  at  the
Twentleth street gate for the privilege of
eutting acrose the grounds to his destina-
tloh and was granted the privellge by one
of the guarda On his wny back he took
the same route, In attempting to
pass through the gate, he says
five guards attempted to pravent him and
tried to arrest him. He tried to explain his
presence on the grounds, but they would
not listen to him. When they grew threat-
ening n thelr manner and advanced as
though to assault him he drew his revolver
1 fired in the alr to Intimidate them: They
closed in on him, he says, and beat him
about the head and face. Lindsay's face
and head bear oul, his statement as (o the
beating he received, Hig nose I8 gashed and
his forchead shows four long wounids,

The guards say that Lindsay was drunk
and abusive in his manner and that when
they spoke to him regarding his presence
on the groundls he drew his revolver
and threatened them. Instead of discharg-
Ing the weapon into the air, they say he
fired at them, but his aim was made un-
certain beeause of his Intoxleated condition,
Lindsay was convicted of killing s op-
ponent, Robbins, In a prize fight at Platts-
mouth four years ago. For this he was
glven a seven years' sentence, but after
serving one year was paroled. It Is thought
by the pollee that his parole is still in force.
If it {8 he wil probably be returned to the
penitentiary, It found guilty of the offenses
charged to him.
