Btato bounty of $3, the sum of $20 from tho
association, being allowed to retain tho hide,
which ho would then sell for $2 or $.'!. Tho
llrst of theeo ussoclatlons was formed In
this oily und was made up of twenty ranch
men who live In tho country north nf Clicy-enn- o

and south 'of Horse creek.
