A tannery is one of the industries greatly
deslred hers and as this matter has been
mentioned more or less n the presa of late
conslderable Interest s being taken In the
project. That the news from SBouth Omaha
goes all over the country Is evidenced by
the following letter recelved a few days agoe
by W. J. €, Kenyon, general manager of the
Union Stock Yarda company, from E. D.
Warren of Winchester, Mass. :

I notice by the Hoston Herald of Aorll 2
that your peonle are considering the mat-
ter of locating a tannery at South Omuha.
Should you complete such an arrangement
I should llke to wrrange with your people
to bulld and operate the tunnery., Allow
me to suggest to your people that In con-
nection with your tanning plant you con-
neot i shoe and harnese manufaotory, and
as fir s possible cut all the leather you
manufacture, thereby muking all the profit
there is In the business.

Mr. Warren has patented several pro-
cesses for tanning hides and hig references
are excellent. He appears very anxlous to
locate here, and If sultable arrangements
can be made It |8 moat likely that a visit
from eastern capitalists will be made here
shortly,

In replying to Mr, Warren General Man-
ager Kenyon wrote: "It ocours to us that
a profitable business could be worked up
here, Last year there were purchased by
the packers at this point 432,360 head of
cattle and 681,804 head of sheep, 1 hopo
that the Commercial club may be able to in-
terest you in this location.”

Hecretary Watkins I8 now In communica-
tlon with Mr. Warren and hopes to be able
to securs & suitable site for a tannery be-
fore long. With a aite on the line of &
rallroad there will be little diMeunlty, It Is
asperted, In previding for the erection of a
tannery. By a new procesa very llttle tan-
bark is needed In the tanning of hides, and
this will be one of the features in con-
nection with the establishment of a factory
here. Hides can be bought In great quantl-
ties at this point at a price considerably
cheaper than Is paid for them (n the east.
With this advantage the freight on tanbark
will be offset to n great extent,

—The Dopartment of Agriculturs at Wash-
Ington has sent a corps of men out to the
Black Hilla under B, N. Griffith for the pur-
rose of making a careful examination eof
the forests of the hilla. Tt Is the Intention
at this time to measure every tree on the
unoccupled, reserved and unresorvod lands
down to a diameter of five Inches, getling
the helght and diametor. From this meus-
urement it will e possible to ascertaln the
exdct amount of timber that can be used
for the various purposcs. The Norway plnes
of the Hills do not rommence (o bear seeds
until they acquire a diameter of fourteen
fuches and they are nolt merchantable until
they are about thirty years old. The de
partment will at this time study the growth
jof the Hlack Hills pines and It will be de-
termined very accurately how long it wiil
he befare the second crop of treea will be-
come merchantable. By oulting off the
Inrger trees the smaller ones will he given
a botter chance to grow, It will be known
exactly how much timber can be sald ench
your and at certain times of the year there
will be public arles, the timber golug to the
highest bidder.
