COIN KEEPS ON COMING

Tho city treasurer mado a record Thurs-
day In tho matter of personal tax collodions,
$2,000 being gathered Into tho city's coffers,
Tho amounts secured were for tho most part
unimportant and wcro scattered imong :i
largo number of delinquents. Tho highest
sum collected was J2i0, secured from a
prominent undertaker, who was thu victim
of an expenslvo mistake. Ho had paid his
personal tax promptly during tho four
years from 1S90 to 1900, but through some
oversight either on his part or of some city
accountant, had uot settled for tho years
from 1S92 to U90. Thu tax for this period
has been drawing 12 per cent excess Interest
und has almost doubled Its original sl.e.

During the day four distress warrants
were served upon delinquents who had
steadfastly ignored tho notices of collectors.
In each caso, however, the final tonu car-
ried by tho warrant was productive, of re-

sults. In ono Instance tho delinquent
greeted tho collector with a oheeso knlfo,
but quailed boforo Ihe more deadly weapon,
the distress warrant.
