Not the First Firve.

Last evening was not the first time the
lowa 8chool for the Deaf has been visited
by fire. In 1866 the general assembly passed
An aot removing the Institution, then In its
Infancy, from JIowa City to Council Bluffs,
but it wae December, 1870, before the main
bulldlng and ome wing were completed.
February 25, 1877, just after the legisla-
ture had appropriated suMcliont money to
bulld the other wing, the bullding waw
destroyed by fire. The work of rebullding
wad commenced at once, but In August or
the same year the place wes visited by n
tornado, which nearly demolished all of
the work that had been done during the
'‘summer, In June 1885, a windétorm tore
off the roof of the center bullding and In
1803 the wést wing was completely de-
stroyed by fire.

The Main Buoilding.

The main bullding was componed of a
cénter five stories high, with an east and
wost wing of four atories each. The en-
tire length was 220 feet and width aixty
feel. The eant wing, or girla' slde, was oc-
cupled In third and fourth floors by the
girls' dormitories. The wsecond floor was
used for guest chambers, girls" sitting
rooms, girls' study rooms and sewing de-
partment, The basement foor contained
girls' bath and clothesa rooms, femals do-
mestics’ sleaping apartments, storeroom
and grmbasium. The west wing, or boys’
#ide, had on the third floor the smaller
boys' dormitories, while the fourth floor
was occupled by the larger boys, The sec-
ond Boor comtained boys' study rooms and
boya' reading room. In the bassment were
boys' bath and clothes rooms, sleeping
rooms for male help and the flower depart-
mént, with a conservatorv attached on the
outside In the rear of the bullding. The
fifth floor of the central bulldidg was used
for the hospital. The fourth story of the
central bulflding was formerly occupled for
chapsl purposes, but had been divided into
rooma for Iarge boys' dormitories. The
third foor was occupled by the rooma of
resldent male and female teachers. The
sevond, or office, floor contained the par-
lors, two guest chambers, public and pri-
vale office of superintendent and the llv.
ing rooms of the superintendent and ma-
tron. The basement, or first story, was
divided Into two Jarge rooms deslgned and
used as play rooms, oneé for the boys, the
other for the girls,

The center structure was bullt in 1878 and
the two wings a few years later.

Wing Ila Which Fire Started,
The wing conitalning the pupils' dining

reoms and chapel, In which the blase
started, was situated immediately In the

rear of and adjolning the maln bullding.
The ontire lower foor, sevenly by eighty-
five foet, was asslgned as & puplls’ dining
room. The chapel, on the second foor. was
sevonly feet long and fifty feet wide and
twenty-fivea feet high. The space remaln-
Ing between the chapel and the main bulld-
lng. om the wecond foor and above _iLhe
puplle’ Aining room, was divided into rooma
for a lihrary, readlng room, mussum, board
room, sauperinténdent’s main office and book
kaeper's oMice. Above thesé rooms and (n
the rear of the gallery, In the tBird story
of the bullding, were four large alesping
apartments for officers of the institutlon
This addition was erected in 1850
