Volume of Buiinstt Very Satisfactory to

Both Jobbers aid Eetailtra.

SUGAR ADVANCED TEN CENTS A HUNDRED

Prices on All Classes of Goods Very
Firm aaid Oe serai Teadeacy of

Valees Decidedly io Favor
of Higher Prices.

Trade with Omaha Jobbers and manufac-
turers was of very satisfactory proportions
last week. There were fully as many coun-
try buyers on the market as could be ex-
pected and mall orders, both direct and
through traveling salesmen, were up to ex-
pectations. Trade In the country so fnr
has been good, though warmer weather
would undoubtedly Increase the demand for
spring and summer lines very materially.
Retailers are doing no complaining, how-
ever, as they say prospects for the future
are very favorable and they have no fear
but what their spring business wUI come
up to their earlier estimates. Farmers are
making rapid progress with their spring
work, so they re In good rplrlts.

Jobbers at present are devoting a good
deal of attention to future business and so
far their salesmen have taken more orders
for future delivery than ever before this
early In the season. There Is no mistaking
the fact that retailers are generally anxious
to buy early, as they have had some ex-
perience In the past with what It means to
be caught on an advancing market, espe-
cially when desirable gocds were most Im-
possible to obtain. The general impression
seems to be that fall goods this season will
be harder than ever to obtain and as a
result merchants are all buying eaily and
placing liberal orders. Owing to existing
conditions merchandise at present prices
looks like good property to them.

There have been a few market changes
during the week, but comparatively few of
much Importance. There Is, however, a
very marked tendency toward higher prices
and In fact practically all classes of goods
sre quoted very firm, with prospects favor-
able for higher prices In the future.

Collections are reported as being In very
satisfactory condition and In this respect
there Is a big improvement over the situa-
tion a few weeks ago. Jobbers report very
few bad accounts and do not anticipate any
trnnhl aa hualnesa conditions out throuetl

1 the country are very satisfactory.
Another Advance la Sugar.

The sugar market la reported as being In
A very strong position and raws are snld
to be scarce snd higher In New York. Re-
fined grades have advanced 10 cents per
100 pounds during the week under review,
and as the demand Is increasing rapidly,
prospects are considered favorable for '
continued strong market.

The cheese market Is also In a very strong
position snd fancy stock Is In exception-
ally light supply. New grass cheese is ex-
pected to arrive on the market In about two
weeks and some of the Wisconsin factories
offered stock on the Wisconsin boards last
week. The prices realised were equal to
those for October made goods, so that pres-
ent conditions would Indicate that the
prices now In force will be maintained for
three or four weeks at least.

The market on beans eased off a little last
week, but the reduced quotations apply
more particularly to the Inferior and dis-
colored grades. Fancy, hand-picke- d goods
ore very scarce snd command a premium.

The rice market has also been advancing
since last report, owing to the fact that the
reported scarcity has become very evident
during the last ten days, which has caused
heavy buying, resulting In an advance of
hiGi cents per pound on all grades from
choice to fancy. Those who are best posted
say that there Is not enough rice In the
country to supply ths demand until ths
new crop arrives.

There Is no change In the canned goods
market to report so far as prices are con-rne- d.

The demand though, has been
picking up considerably and goods are now
moving out In good shape. There is also
little change In the dried fruit market.
Apricots are a little more firmly held, and
particularly Is that true of bright stock.
The demand Is better for almost every lino
of dried fruit than was the case a short
time ago and In fact Jobbers say trade la
showing something of Its old-tim- e vigor.

Owing to a scarcity of milling grades of
oats the market on oatmeal has advanced
quite sharply. Barrels have been marked
up 36 cents and five-poun- d packages about
U30 cents. Smaller packages have ad-
vanced proportionately. The general opin-
ion Is that lower prices will not prevail for '

some time to come.
The market on wooden ware Is still very

firm and the tendency of prices undoubtedly
upward. In fact. Jobbers say that It Is dif-
ficult to secure goods at any price. This
Is the time of year when butter dishes are
In the biggest demand and It Is reported
that manufacturers are over sold three to
four months.

Prices on fish are about the same as they
were a wek ago. Trade has been very large
In view of the fact that the Lenten sea-
son is post. The supply of mackerel Is be-
coming more scorce every day ana the new
catch Is not expected to arrive until June.
Spring family whlteflsh will soon be on the
market.

No Change In Dry Goods.
Trade with dry goods Jobbers last week

was about as good as could be expected at
this time of the year. There have been a
few buyers In the city snd, while It Is a
little early for much reorder business, mer-
chants say that as soon as warmer weather
arrives there will bo a big Improvement In
the country demand. Traveling salesmen
are devoting most of their time to advance
business and so far have met with phe-
nomenal success. Merchants seem to be
more anxious than ever before to place
orders early and besides that they are buy-In- w

unusually heavy. They sold out their
last winter's stocks In good shape, so that
little waa carried over.

The market for cotton continues very
strong and, while there have been no
changes In cotton goods during the week
under review, prices nre very stiff and

on leaning staples would cause no
surprise to anyone In the trade. The high
price of cotton, the active consuming de-
mand and the strikes In the mills all tend
to advance the price of the manufactured
goods snd to make manufacturers very In-

dependent.
Active Demand for Hardware.

The demand for seasonable lines of hard-
ware was very active last week anil In
fact Jobbers had hard work to keep up
with their orders. There was no special
feature to the trade, aa the demand was
for all lines that could be called season-
able. The shortage of staple lines, which
has been previously reported, la still cajs-ln- g

a great deal of trouble and the situa-
tion seems to grow worse every day.

There has been no change In ruling quo-
tations, but prices sre very firm and every-
one looks for a continued strong market
for some time to some.

Leather Goods RatTier (nlet.
Trade with luather goods Jobbers Is a

little quiet at present so far as Immediate
business Is concerned. There has scarcely
been enough warm weather as yet to maks
the demand very brisk, so that retailers
are not tlxing up to any great extent. No
one, though. Is complaining, aa this Is the
usual situation at this season of the year.
As soon as warm weather sets In no one
fears but what trade will be up to ex-
pectations.

Traveling salesmen for local houses are
sfter fall orders and, as the trade generally
Is looking for higher prices, merchants are
placing their orders very freely and sales-
men hope to break all previous records.

Immediate business with rjhber goods
Jobbers is ao quiet, as would nsturally
be expected, but advance orders are com-
ing In very freely. Mot Jobbers report
that they nave sold fully aa many full
goo.
