Berks In police court, and as several cits
tlons were presented along with a motloa
to dismiss the case by defendant's attorney,
the judge took the matter under advisement,
and the concluding arguments were made
this morning.

Judge Berka held that the evidence was
sufficient on which to bind over the de-

fendant. Counsel for defendant cited the '

fact that a principle of law had been
violated when a servant of the people,
commissioned to enforce the law, had de-

liberately endeavored to have Its mandates
disregarded. The matter waa argued at
some length by opposing counsel, but the
judge concluded thg ease waa ons for a
jury to decide and accordingly bound Mr,
Myer over, fixing his bond at $5u0. Notice
of appeal was given.
