They fnd mw markets for thelr
gouds, and thelr competition s hardly
felt by the ald established business hiouses
Take, for instapce, an article of luxury
like the plano. Ten years ago there were
munufactured not more than 7,00 planos
& your. The estimals for 186, made by
competent expertis, put the annual producs
tlon at S95000. AL first glance It would
seem that the market for planos s limited,
especially In view of the fact that a planc's
life 1s belleved to be a genoeration. Yet
plane manufecturing experts tell us that
the rewl e of & plano s rerely more Lhun
soven years, by which they mean to say
thut the piano purchaser of today will buy
another planc In soven years from now—
always a better one. This principle will
apply to machinery as It does 1o planos, to
planers as it does W Turniture, (o bollers
and engines us it does 10 sutomobiles; In
fact, there ls no line of production mas
chinery that I not subject to the same
wear and tear, the same noccssity for re-
nbwal, the same increase In annual produc-
thon.

"The manufacturér who examines the
question of advertising for the first time
will be struck by the great variation In the
rates. Heve s & paper that clutms o clreu-
lation of A4 with advertising rates higher
than anofhér puper with & circulstion of
2,000 guarpntesd. This seems all wrong.
und the prowpective sdvertiser concludes
