York Is very fortunate in having a large
class of progressive patriotie cltigene who
Are not afrald to go down deep Into thele
pocketn and donate freely towards the erec-
ton of a Y. M. C. A building, giving ""5"
of thelr earnings with neo promise of
financial return other than to promote the
moral up-bullding and the future welfure
of young moen of York

About elght years ago there was a local
organization having no home or modern
convenlence, which cenred to exist after a
short time, and after paylng Its Indebted-
ness there was left a fow dollars In fte
treasury. At the state convention of the Y.
M. C. A, held In York in February, 1912, a
few of the citizens of York at the close of
the convention met with Secretary Balley
of Omaha, and there for the first time dis-
ocussed the advisabllity of attempting to
bulld & T. M. C. A. bullding In York. and
&t thin mesting & resolution was passed ap-
pointing & commlittes of three to canvass
the clty and learn how the cltlzens folt
about the matter.

The committes made a report that the
cltizens were favorable and the matter
feanible, Owing to the coming of W. D,
Willlams, the evangellst, It was not
thought sdvisable at that time to urge
the project. A large  tabernacle bullding
was erected for the ewpecinl purpose of
holding revival mestings, and not until
towards the Inst of the meotings was there
anything snid about the Y. M. . A. hulld-
fng. During the serlen of meetings held
by Mr. Willlama over 1200 was osllected
to pay the expenses of the meetings and
for the services nf Mr, Willlame, and Lo
of this was rulsed on the last morning of
the mesiine, That afternoon of the jast
day of these meetings. nt the men's meet-
Ing. & reouest wns made for those wha
mieht be Interested In the ¥.

There
will be a full-alged gymnasium, bowllng
alley, and large size natatorium, with all
the necessary appliances to make an up=-
to-date Young Men's Christian aasociation
bullding. It |s substaniial, convenient and
artistle, and one that cltizens will be proud
of when completed and dedioated.

Governor Mickey assisted In laying the
corner stone, and among the many good
things stated In the address was the fol-
lowing, taken from his speeth: “We are
gathered here toduy for a noble purpose,
The laying of the corner stone of the
Young Mon's Christian assoclation bullding
marks an epoch In the history of your
