New Tork market closed off 30 to '40
points, owing largely to a decline on theEuropean markets. Since that time, how-
ever, there has been a decided reactionand In fact there hns been an advancnevery day since the decline. It Is generally
reported that some of the largest buyesare operating freely In anticipation of stillhigher prices.

The bean market shows another advance,the gain amounting to 5fil0 cents per bu-
shel. This advance was caused largvlvby continued cold and stormv weatherthroughout the bean producing sections,
which make It Impossible for farmers toget their beans to market The coldweather also had a tendency to ntlmulntnthe demand and should cold continue, stillhlrner prices are looked for.

The markets on rolled oats and syrupsare still In a very strong position andhigher prices at any time are confidently
looked for.

There Is no nnrtlcnlnr chn ,i In IkJapan tea situation. Jobbers say that In
the event of a prolonged war Japan willprobably put nn export tax on teas, which,
of course, will advnnco prices. This, to-
gether with the Increased Insurance nnJtransportation rates brought about by thewar, is liable to cause a sharp advance,
and there Is also liable to be a shortage ofteas, but that Is not expecetd unless thewar should last much longer than generally
anticipated.

There has been heavy trading on rice or
tho last ten days and the Impression now
Is that the weak holders are prettv well
sold out. Responsible mills, with sufficientcapital to properly handlo their business
