BENARES HELD THE HOLIEST OF CITIES

Wonderful Town on the Hasnks of
the Gangea Where Half a Million
Hela Grin st the
Falthfal,

Anyons who wants to know what an aw-
rul religlon Brabhminiem s should visit
Renares, the most sacred clity of India,
upon the banks of the Gangesa, the most
sacred river, more holy to more millions
of human souls than Mecos to the Moslem,
Rome to the Catholle or Jerusalem te the
Jew. %his marvelous elty Is so holy that
dosith upon ith soll Is equivalent
sternal. It Is the guie to paradiss. the
abundant entrance to everiasiing happl-
ness, and its blesningn are comprehensive
enough to inolude all races, all religiona
and all castes. It Is not necessary to be
& Brahmin or to worsh!p Biva or Krishnha
or any other of tha Hindu gods, nor even
to belleve In them, Thelr grace is suMM-
elent to earry unballevers te the Hindu
heavena provided they dle within the area
fnclomed BY & boulevard enalreling this
clty.

There are in Benares 2.000 temples and In-
numernble shrines, 3000 Brahmin priests,
monks, fakirs and ascotics, and It is wvis-
fted annually by more than 500,000 pll-
grime—a larger number than may be
counted at Meoca or Jerusalem, or at any
other of the sacred aitles of the world
Thera are mere than 560000 idols estab-
lished in permanent places for warship In
Bonares, representing every varlety of gnd
In the Hindu pantheen, so that nll the pil-
grims who come here may find consmoln-
tion mnd some objsct of worship. There are
twanty-elght sacred cows ot the central
temples, and perhape 5% mors at other
places of worship throughout the eliy;
the trees around the temple gardens swarm
with macred monkeys and apes; there are
twenty-two places where the dead are
bhutnéd, and the alr of the city In always
darkened during the daytims hy columns
of smoke that rise from the funeral pyres.

Pltital Spectiacles,

No other city, mot even London, has so
many beggurs, religious and otharwise;
nowhere can so many pitiful spectacles
of deformity and distress be seen; nowhers
Is such gross and repulsive obwmcenity and
sensuality practiced—and all In the name
of religlon; nowhere are such sordid de-
ceptions practiced upon superstitious be-
lievers, and nowhers such gloomy, nbsurd
and preposterous mathods used for con-
eoling sionera and escaping the results of
aln,

Although Benares In several respecis Is
the mont interesting city in India, and one
of the most Interesting In the world. It ls
also the most Althy, repulsive and for-
]:Iddmg. Few people care to remain here
mora than & day or two, although to the
sthnologist and other students, to artigts
and others In search of the pleturesque, It
has more te offer than can be found else-
where In the Indian empire.

Benares is as oid as Egypt. It Is one of
the oldest cities In existence. It was al-
rendy famous when Rome was founded;
even when Joshua and his trumpelers were
surrounding the walls of Jericho. It ls the
hope of every bellever In Brahminism to
wvisit Bennres and wash away his sins In
the water of the sacred Gangesa; the
greatest blessing he can enjoy Is to die
here; hence, the palaces, temples and
lodging houses which line the river banks
are flled with the aged relatives and
frienda of their owners and with pligrims
who have come from all parts of India to
walt with ecstatic patience the summons
of the angel of death in order to go
stralght to heaven.

Banctity of the Ganges,

Nothiug in ull their religion is so dear to
devout Hindus as the Guenges. The mys-
terious cavern In the Himuslayas which s
supposed to be the source of the river ls
the most sacrei piace on ewribh. It is the
Afth head of Sive, and for 1,000 mlles to its
delta every inch of the banks Is haunted
with gods and demons, and has been the

ne of svents bearing upon the faith of
two-thirds of the people of India. The most
plous act, and one thut counts mors Lhan
any other to thoe credit of a human soul on
the great books above, Is to make & pll-
srimage from the source te the mouth of
the Ganges. If you have read Xipling's
story of “Kim,"” you will remember the
anxiety of the old lama to fAind this holy
stream, and to follow Its banks, Pligrims
to Benares and other citles upon the Gane
gew secure bottles of the preclous water for
themeslves and send them to friends and
kindred In forelgn iands. No river in all
the world is so wershiped, and te dle upon
fis eacred banks and to have one's body
burned and his ashes borne away into
oblivion upon it tawny current is the
highest aspiration of hundreds of millions
f peaple.

The Ganges I8 equally sacred to the Bud-
™ anist, and Benares is associnted more
closely with the oareer of Buddha than any
other city. Twenty-five hundred yenrs ago
Buddha preached hia first sarmon here, and
for ten centuries or more It was the head-
quarters of Buddhiem. Buddha selected 1t
an the center of his misslonary work, he
seoured the support of ita scholars. teach-
era and philosophers, and from here sent
forth missionaries to China, Japan, Bur-
mah, Ceylon, the Malay Peninsuls, Siam,
Thibet and other ceuntriea until half the
humap m™ce acoepted him as divine, his
toachings as the lnw of God, and Banares
as the fountain of that faith

Tt a a tradition that one of the wise men
who followed the Btar of Bethlehem to the
Child that was eradled In & manger was &
isarned pundit from Benares and it ts cor
talnly troe that the doctors of theology
who have Mtved and taught in the temples
and monasteries here have exarcised a
greater Infiuence upon A larger number of
men than those of any other clty that ever
misted. But In these modern dave Be-
pares is whelly givem over to lgnorance,
mperatition. vices, Aith and” ldolatry. The
pure and lofty doctrines of Buddha are no
longer taught. The “Well of Knowledge"

rwept out of Inta altogether, and Brah-
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miniem Is taught and practiced here In Iis

TAKES TOO MUCH LIBERTY WITH NATIVES

Melancholy and Ignominions Close of
Equine Career<Tribhute of Young-

sters o Thelr 014
Friend,

Peace De 10 the memory of old Billy.
There are parts of his career that may
be open to criticlsm, but thore who knew
him (n the days of his power are dis-
posed to overlook thosa gualities of his
oharacier which made of him ut times an
obnoxious tyrant Hilly's sway extonded
over & peopls Including two races, Both
the conquering Americans and the lin-
surgent Flliplnos bowed meekly before his
autoaratle will. Billy was American
born and reared, but it ia not on record
that he ever displayed any partiality to-
ward his white compatriots, On the con-
trary. it was to the persuasions of the
Flilpino children that he showed himself
mont amenable, but then, it must bLe re-
membered, thers were no American chil-

The
American commander might bo holding a
very Important consultation with hila
aides In the pluzsa, when nmuddenly old
Billy would spy a group of children com-
Iing up the street, and then the discussion
of campalgn plans would bs momentarily
Interrupted by the general finding him-

self carried off Into the approaching crowd
of Juveniles,

On the Retired List,

When General Lawton was recalled to
Manlls and Young contnued the advance,
it was found Inadvisable to take Billy back
to the coast for two reasons.

Whereupon he would snort flesesly, a8
though econtemplating sanguinary vens
geance, but It aiways ended In his sinking
bick with a helpless blink of his eyas.

Thus Billy passed the time in Yigan, tyr-
annizing all with whom he came in contact,
until ons day thers oocurred the crowning
event of his lite. Bome are Inclined, from
a political point of view, to regurd It as &
lasting stain upon his honor, They contend
that, as an American born, na a protege of
the government, Blily should have confined
his most Intdmate friendships wamong his
own people.
