Report of the Agriculiural Depart-
men Favorable for Cereals.

WASHINGTON, May 13--The forelgn
erop report of the Department of Agricul-
ture lesued today gives the following sum-
mary of the conditions In varlous parts of
the world:

Russln—8everal reports 'nlrm that the

usual. Odessa and Rostof-on-Don report
thiat many grain fields had to be plowsd
and resown. The lenor of many officlal
reports regarding the gensral crop sltua-
tion In Russia has been decidedly unfavor-
able, but more hopeful views are held In
some commerclal quarters. The military
movements on the raflroad have contrib-
