One Hundred Are to Be Divided He-
tween Army and Navy
Schools, =

BT. PETERSBURG, Aug, 2T.—An imperial
decroe has been published directing that, in
commemoration of the ezareviteh's birth,
& sum of money shall be assigned from the
Imperini privy purne sufficient to found 1M
scholarshipe, These are to be divided
equally betwoon naval and military educa-
tional estab!iahments, The scholarships are
to bie named after the emperor and em-
press and awarded to children of deserving
noldiers and sallors killed or wounded in
the war,

The decree also directe that the adminis-
teatlon of the Imperial estate shall devote
the anpual Interest accrulng from the sum
of §1,000,000 for the support, In the name of
the imperinl fumily, of familles of soldjers
and sallors. the money 1o be used, pre-
fernbly, In the education of thelr children,
