in the wheat pit. In conscience sentiment
was not so besrlsh a might have been ex-
pected considering the weaknes of the
Liverpool market Initial qnotatlnns on
May were off '- - to 'itlHc at 1.15'f
1 1'.. but prices soon maJe a general ad-

vance In response to a fair demand from pit
tnders and commission house A4vl es
from the northwest were of a bullish tenor,
a good dimnnd for cash wheat leltig re-

ported from Minneapolis. Flour sa'.ea at
Minneapolis were also said to show a de-
cided Improvement. A reduction In freight
rates, taking effect February 1, was given
as on explanation for increased shipment
of fioi.r today In the northwest. The wheat
market as a result paumed a stronger tone
as the session progressed. While there whs
apparently some good selling at times, the
demand throughout the day was of an In-

fluential character, offerings being-- radllv
absorbed For May the highest point of
the session wax reached at 11.17. The mar-
ket closed almost at the top. final quota-
tions on May being at II. 16V Clc lrnnce, of
wheat and flour were equal to S3.7i buahels.
Prlmarv receipts were 3n2.9oa bushels, com-
pared with .V4..) hushel a year ago. Min-
neapolis, rmluth and Chicago reported re-

ceipts of 2M cars, aralnst 143 cars last week
and 157 cars a year ago.

Corn prices also felt the stimulating In-

fluence of the severely cold weather. The
cold not only had the effect of curtailing
shipments, but it also increaeed the con-
sumption of corn.

France fur the week and thai Institution
Is making no effort at retrenchment of
credit, notwithstanding the demand
to accumulate gold in Paris, lis bills dis-
counted Increased for the week upward
of $;i.iiO,ocju. The Hank of England showed
a considerable increase in us proportion
of reserves to liabilities, but discounts
hardened in London Hnd sterling roee at
Pari.
