Certaln men, professing to represent rull-
road smployes, recently appearsd hefore the
president to sugxest that rajlroad reguia-
Uon might rvducs wages Very few per-
rons are such fools as not to know that
wages wouid be higher axcept for the of-
forts to pay unlimitgd dividends om uniim-
ited water. Nothing could better (llustrate
corrupt Inflyence than this attempt, by pro-
feasred friends of railroad labor, to defeat
legiziation which would bansfit every om-
ploye except attorneys, lobbylats, writers
and newspaper owners who Are hired to
misiead voters. Of course, Lhess attorneys,
ete, will loss employment when rates are
fAxed with reference to the revenue requirsd
for operating expenses, plus iInterest on
capital furnished

The good book says, “Thou Shalt not reap
where thou hast not sown,” and we fire-
sume no one thinks that the public ought to
be milked to pay interest on oapital which
was not furnished. We presume no one
thinks that the publie s under any moral
much less legal obligntion to pay Interest
on such part of the cost of roads &S was
pald with money furnished by the public
ftaelf, For exampls, this — county do-
natad §10,000, ard ocertaln Individuals con-
tributed 1,000, to bulld a bridge.
