lows:

For dwelling houses
not exceeding 4
rooms,. $4.00 per
annum.

For each ddttlonal
room, 60 cents per
annum.

For private bath-- ,
room, per tub,
$2.75 per annum,

aud in ' counting the '
number of rooms in any
house, halls, bath-room- s,

closets and pantry shall
be excluded.

The maximum charge
fqr other services at flat
rates shall be and re-- ,
main as fixed by Section
10 of Ordinance No. 4 23
or the City of Omaha,
approved June 11, 1880.

This order shall take
effect and be in force .
